heard before Judge Morgan at the old court 
house Saturday afternoon. W. T. R. 
Preston, the plaintiff, sued for $250 alleged 
to have been loaned to Neil McCrimmon on 
April 1, 1891, and which, the plaintiff 
claimed, McCrimmon had agreed to pay on 
demand after the election protest egainet 
R. R. Madennan, M. P. for Glengarry. In 
McCrimmon’» defence he stated that he 
had received no loan from Preston. He 
had been solicitor for the petitioner in 
the election protest and aa such had 
incurred a large bill of costs, any moneys 
received by him from the plaintiff had came 
originally from the petitioner» and had 
been intended to be paid over to McCrim­
mon as election expenses.

Mr. McCrimmon’» Testimony.
Mr. McCrimmon was in the box under 

examination by Frank Pedley, solicitor for 
the plaintiff, a good part of the after­
noon.

Berwick, counsel for defendant objet- 
ed to the question on the ground that 
it related to a point not touched upon ip 
the examination in chief. His Honor was 
appealed to but he was roving through the 
misty realms of dreamland and the point 
was considered well taken by mutual con­
sent without rousing his Honor.

Arrested at Toronto for a Crime on Sept.
85 Last.

The detective department of this city 
has for some days been on a still hunt for 
an Italian named Dominico Derubbo 
wanted in Elizabeth, XJ., for murder.

On the night of Sept. ! 25 Derubbo shot 
and killed a man named Patrick Kelly 
daring an altercation in a bar-room. The 
murderer fled. He was, traced to New 
York and from thence to Schenectady, 
where the scent was lost for a time. Then 
the police learned that a brother living 
there had sent a registered letter to Toron­
to addressed to Derubbo.

Chief of Police Ténny and State 
Attorney Marsh arrived in this city Friday. 
On the same day Detective Black visited 
131 Centre-street, where he suspected 
Derubbo was staying. He knocked at the 
door, but was told that no one by that 

living there. The detectives 
then adopted another course. A regis­
tered letter was sent to Derubbo, and when 
the postman presented it at 131 Centre- 
street a man stepped forward and claimed 
to be the person to whom it was addressed. 
But he was informed that he must first go 
down to the postottice and prove his iden­
tity. About 1 o’clock Saturday he applied 
for the letter and was immediately placed 
under arrest by Detectives Cuddy and 
Black.

He was taken to Police Headquarters, 
where the officials from Elizabeth identi­
fied him. The information sent on to the 
police here stated that Derubbo could speak 
English, but the man now in custody pleads 
ignorance of this languaga
