THE TAX-AEDUGER BURIED

Warring Kennedy Mayor By
4500 Majority.

SWEEPS EVERY WARD IN THE CITY.

The Result Sets Ex-Mayor
Fleming Thinking.

The Vete Was the Largest Ever Polled in

- the City, and the Majority Was Larger
Than Ever Heretofore ‘Recorded for n
Mayoralty Candidate Iim Toronto—
Little E: ¢ M in the
Contest, Although There Was a Con-
stant Rush of Electors at the Pells,

Mr. Warring Kennedy was yesterday |-

elected Mayor of Toronto by a majority of
4416, with one sub-division to hear from,
which will increase the total.

The aggregate polled was. 22,862, which
exceeds that of Iast year, the largest ever
previously polled, by 2508.

Mr. Kennedy obtained 13,639 votes and
Mr. Fleming 9223. Last yesr Fleming ob-
tained 11,736, so that his total vote this
year fell short by 2513., Mr. Sheppard ob-
tained last year 8618, which was 5021 less
than Mr. Kennedy obtained yesterday.
Fleming’s total vote was only 605 in excess
“of the number polled by Mr. Sheppard last
year.

Although so heavy a vote was polled, the
election passed off quietly. At the various
sub-divisions the returning officers had a
comparatively easy li/m of it, the vote
being fairly well diltr’xbnked.

THE BSUCCESSFUL CANDIDATE,

Mr, Warring Kenvedy Thanks the Electors
for His Return,

Early yesterday evening, in fact almost
a8 soon as the returns from the varicus poll-
ing “sub-divieions began to come .in, the
central committee rooms of Mr. Warring
Kennedy were thronged by an eager,
anxjous, expectant crowd, which was soon
to be filled with the wildest enthusiasm as
sub-division. after - sub-division was heard
from, each returning the infallible majority
for Mr. Kenvedy. Conspicuous among the
vast crow@l were the workingmen of the
.eity. The enthusiasm continued to grow,
until it reached a white heat.

Mr. St. John, who is -one of the best
ehairmen in the city, presided. With all
bis tact, it was with the greatest difficulvy
that he could restrain the too-frequent ex-
-pression of the joy that could -not be re-
strained. Prominent among those present
was Mr. Michael Basso, who, standing on a
box in the back of the room, did good work
in restraining the eagerness of the people to
express their jubilation at Mr. Kennedy’s
election, which had _socn become almost
sertain, o

Shortly after 8 it was evident that there
was not the slightest hope that Mayor
Fleming would be able to pull up the heavy
majority that had already been rolled up
against him, and as the great mass of people
outside -continued to shout for Mr, Ken-
nedy the chairman arose and said there
was now no doubt that Mr. Kennedy would
be the, Mayor for 1894, and as
Mr. Kennedy had to address the electors
from ~a number .of-offices he thought it
advisable to call upon a few of the gentle-
men present before they left the committee
room. He then introduced Mr. Greer,
ohairman of the committee of No. 1 Ward.

Mr. Greer said he did not want the people
to think that the day’s great victory was
due to himself. Everyone had worked like
s hero and they had all worked harmoni-
omsly together and that was the secrst of
their success. He was indeed pleased to
have it to say that he belonged to the ban-
mer ward that had so nobly done its duty.

The Chairman introduced the next
speaker as the inimitable John
Armstrong, who said from the re-
fyrns it - was now _quite . evident
that Mayor Fleming had not caught the
votes of the, workingmen. The working-
men had evidently gone back on him, and
for his part, the speakér, saw no reason
why they should ever have supported him.
Mayor Eleming’s condugt at the court
bouse was anything but such as the civy
mhould be proud of, But he believed that
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The Victim

: “Pd no idea it was such a long drop.”
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HE FELL OVER!
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Mr. Kennedy would on the contrary show
a clean shwet at the end of ths present year.
Then _in withering language the specaker
referred to ‘“‘that little side issue of the
Trades and Labor Council” that was an in-
dication of the sure victory of Mr. Flem-
ing. Butthen the Trades and Labor Coun-
cil bad made listle mistakes of
that order  several times  before.
When the speaker announced the
majority for Mr. Kennedy the greatest
ever returned for any mayor of the city of
Toronto, the building fairly shook with the
deafening applause that grected the news,

When Mr. J. N. McKendry arose to
speak one of his ardent admirers shouted,
““He'll be Mayor yet,” und the enthusiasm
with which the saying was received showed
that it met the views of the people. Mr.
McKendry said that all day he never had
any doubt that Mr. Kennedy would be
elected. He was proud to suy that No. 4
Ward had almost crept up to Old St.
John’s Ward and No. 3. They had worked
with a will to place the best .man in the
chair, and nobly had they succeeded.
All day had he felt that there was not a
city throughout the Province th.t was not
waiting for the news of the election in To-
ronto. He Wae glad that for 1894 we would
have a broad, liberal-minded man, one who
was no mere ‘petty municipal politician,
but one who had interests and business con-
nections as wide as the Dominion, More-
over, Mr. Kennedy’slife was an open book
in whose pure pages those who would might
read. The speaker had never said that
Mayor Fleming was not a temperance man,
for be believed he was. Whathe did say was,
thathe detested his tryingto trim his sails to
catch the liquor vote. Then, with an out-
burst of enthusiasm, Mr, McKendry said he
was as proud as if he were Mr. Kennedy’s
own son, He then predicted municipal
Freform and rediction of taxes for the pre-
sent year.

Mr. W. R. Elliott who had the honor of
nominating Mr, Kennedy, felt his head
swell with pride in the city, He knew
that this city’s interests wore safe in the
hands of Mr. Kengedy who would promote
every useful reforin, who embodied in him-
self the world’s noblest motto: “Indusiry,
integrity and intelligence.”

Mr. E. F. Clarke congratnlated the citi-
zens on the victory they had won. He ex-
pressed his pleasure that the most bare-
faced attempts to work the machine in
municipal matters had failed. He felt that
it was jndeed strict justice that those
who had introduced sectarianism intg
what was purely, a citizens’ aflair had been
shown that the people did not trust them.
As for Mr. Kennedy he .felt sure he was a
man who would give a good account of his
stewardship. | }

The chairman then said that as Mr., Ken-
nedy had already exerted himsélf much
during the day, and as he had still to ad-
dress the people in several places, he would
ask the meeting to spare.bim.

Mr. Kennedy thanked the chairman and
the pedple for their kind consideration, and
again the old building fairly rang with
“He’s a Jolly Good Fellow!”

A cab was standing at the door waiting,
but the horses and cabmen had disappeared
anda bundred willing hands took hold of
the carriage, which contained Mr. Kennedy,
Mr. Clarke and Mr. Robinette, and hurried
it towards The® Empire office by way of
King and Bay-streets.

Mr. St. John introduced Mr. Kennedy,
who spoke from the wipdow of the business
office. Asthere was a heavy draught, Mr,
Kennedy spoke with his hat on and his
heavy overcoat buttoned up to the throat.
He thanked the gentlemen and electors of
the city of Toronto for the great and signal
victory that he bad that day won. He had
accepted the momination with some mis-
giving, but he had placed confidence in that
requisition that had called him from his
privacy and he had not been disappointed.
Mr. Fileming was a strong man, a popular
man, and he had been told"that it was im-
possible to defeat him, but the returns
now gave him a majority of 3000. [En-
thusiastic and prolonged cheers.] The
speaker continued: Should he be considered
vain for being proud of this night? It had
ever been his object to avoid anything of a
personsal nature, and in consequence he had
been accused of handling his enemies with
kid gloves; but it was not his nature to do
otherwise. He had treated Mr. Fleming
in the most gentlemanly manner. It was
evident that gir. Fleming had made a mis-
take in seeking election for the thirc
time. He then tharked those who had
opposed him, since -they had drawn out a
latent force thag he had not suspected
he possessed. He,would also thank all his
friends for their hegrty .support and wish
them a happy New Year. It was his earn-
est desire to fulfil the duties of his office
with all the power that God had given him.
Here the hoarse shouts of the mighty mul-
titude that blocked up Adelaide-street to
Yonge drowned the speaker’s voice com-
pletely. o

R. W. Elliot characterized the fight as
one of the worthiest ever fought in the city
of Toronto.

Mr. Robinette felt that the good sense of
the city had triumphed. - The best feeling
of the peoplewas with Mr. Kennedy, and

the red and the green worked shoulder to
shoulder for him.

Mr. E. F. Clarke was glad that Mr’
Kennedy had been elected by all creeds and
all clagses and he knew he “would perform
the duties of his office Tonszientiously,
though he had not made any loud promises,
Then all Adelside-street from Yonoge to
Bay-streets ravg with three mighty cheers
for Kennedy, and then that vast choir sang
“He’s a Jolly Good Fellow” with an elan
thatgwould put to shame the Massey “festi-

val chorus.

From The Empire office Mr, ‘gen-
nedy proceeded. to The News. ere
he again thanked the people for the signal
victory of the day. Bo far the majority
was 30668, the largest ever given to any
Mayor of Toronto.

He would return his thanks first of all te
the sons of toil—[enthusiastic cheering]—to
the workingmen, Mr. Fleming had said
that he would have the/workingmens'
votes, but if be did the speaker would
like to know what he  himself
bad got. Next he would thank the
mechanics and the professional men " and
least of all would he forget the ladies.
Mr. Fleming thought that be had a mono-
poly of the fair sex, but the speaker
thought that this day’s vote showed that
he himself had a share in their affections.
He had avoided saying an unkind word of
Mr., Fleming, and he believed that
Mr. Fleming had done the same
'Yowards him [A chorus' of wvoices
shouted, “No he didn’t.” When-
ever he- wrongfully offended anyone he
always hastened to repair his tault.

As he had still ogher places to speak he
would thank them and would have the
opportunity of thanking many of his friends
personaily.

1t was his intention to do justice between
man and man, Ha thanked the press and
all who had stood behind him; he would
not attempt to mention them” personally,
for to do so would:be invidious.

J. N. McKendry said that the present
election went to show that no paper could
run the City Hall, and that we had done
with one-man power, ’

When E. F. Ciarke appeared at the win-
dow the great crowd swayed like the billows
of the ocean, and for several minutes he
could not make himself heard for-ihe shout-
ing multitude, It had been said working-
men, business men, professional men would
not be with Mr. Kennedy, but~ they had
vied with one another in their eagerness to
elect him, Mr. Kennedy was a successful
business man, who had managed
his own * affairs with signal -suc-
cess and would do* the same for
the city. He wished them all a happy New
iYear, for they had commenced the year
well. He had one request to ask of them,
and that was that they would see that-the
aldermen supported Mr. Kennedy.

The defeated candidate read the figures
which proclaimed his political doom from a
room in the top of The Telegram building.
He smiled cheerfully as each bateh of bad
news was brought in and when the only
doubt was us to the size of Mr. Kennedy’s
majority seemed almost jubilant. He
greeted the reporter with a smile and in
answer to a guestion, said:

“I have no statement to make,
just thioking.”

““The result of the election is & big sur-
prise, is it-not?”?

. “It may be to some people”

““T'o what causes do you ascribe your
defeat?”

*I do not wish to say anything just now,
I am thinking hurd, however.”

“Will you make any speech to your sup-
porters to-night?”’

“Not to-night,” and the Mayor turned
to talk to the proprietor of his' evening
organ, who did not wear such a cheerful
counténance. .

The Mayor was nearly alone all evening
and only two or three personal friends
shared his defeat with him. He was more
than surprised at the immense majority
given to Mr. Kennedy and did not despair
of success until the returns showed that
every hope was gone. g
