Sir John Thompson's Speech.
Mr. President, Ladies and Gentlemen :

I take very great pleasure, indeed, in 
assisting at the opening of the 16th In­
dustrial Exhibition in Toronto. It has 
been truly stated in this address that I 
visited the Fair two years ago and had 
the honor then of expressing the appro­
bation which I felt; the astonishment 
which, I felt, at the, great display put be­
fore me of the industrial products of this 
country. I am uot here to-day iu the 
capacity merely of a representative oi 
the Government, I am not here to-day 
to speak upon questions of policy, 
upon the interesting question as to 
whether it will be the policy of the 
Government to recognize this exhibition 
off a National Fair, buti I am here as a 
citizen holding a high office in this coun­
try to do all the honor I can to the Ex­
hibition.

Yon have truthfully stated in this ad­
dress that the great object which we all 
have in view, which every citisen who is 
present to-day has in view, is the promo- 
ion of the prosperity ot this country 
in the arts of peace, iu the arts of in­
dustry and in the arts of agriculture.
In 1878 this Exhibition was opened by 
the Marquis of Dufferin in eloquent lan­
guage, in which he portrayed seven pro­
vinces of this Dominion stretched through­
out this continent, on which was to be 
established British polity forever. How 
much more eloquent, how much more fer­
vent would be his words if he could stand 
here to-day and witness what this coun­
try has accomplished during the last 17 
years by pursuing the arts of peace which 
you have mentioned in your address.

The question that people are debating 

In their minds is whether Alt|. Hallam 
is going to work in earnest in regard to 
his Island policy, or whether he is merely 
talking through his hat. If he intends to 
devote himself to Island affairs, as he 
has promised, we would like to draw hie 
attention to one of the first improve­
ments that should be undertaken on the 
sand bar. We think that our aldermen 
and citizens generally would be surprised 
to learn the small outlay that is necessary 
to enable the public to reach the Island 
via the western gap. The distance be­
tween the south breakwater of the gap 
and Hanlau’s Point is not more than half 
a mile, probably less. For the greater 
part of this distance there is a strip of 
land always above high water. To throw 
up enough sand to improve this strip 
and give us a continuous roadway be­
tween the two points menttoned would 
cost a comparatively triflinfc sum. For 
the present the roadway would be mere­
ly used to carry a six or tenjifoot side- « 
walk. One of the objectionable features 
at Hanlan’s Point is the waut of space 
and of promenades to relieve the conges­
tion of people^ that is so noticeable on 
summer evenings. There is but the one 
sidewalk leading from the Point. This is 
often crowded to excess, although it is 
twelve feet wide. It has been proposed 
to build another sidewalk skirting along 
Blockhouse Bay, but nothing has come 
of the proposal. A better idea would be 
to create a new promenade northward 
to Queen’s Wharf. This would become

THE AUSTRALIAN COLD FEVER.
The gold boom in West Australia is 

developing with wonderful rapidity. Al­
ready In Western) Australia, wa are told, 
there are springing up townships, where 
desolation once reigned ; railways are be­
ing laid/ an fast as the workmen can put 
them down ; a wild and hitherto unpeo­
pled region is pulsating with civilisation 
and a new life.

The recent discovery of an auriferous 
reef of untold value has given an impe­
tus to the industry bothj iu England and 
in the locality of the mines. Speaking 
of the discovery, Sir Malcolm Fraser, 
agent-general for Western Australia, re­
ports officially as follows :

“ It would eefm to eclipse anything 
ever discovered in the world’s history.

Aladdiu and his Lamp ’ does not record 
greater riches than those officially vouch­
ed for. A hole 5 feet 4 inches wide 
and 3 feet deep has yielded £10,000 first, 
and then, enough gold is left to scale out 
two hundredweight. This reef outcrops 
a distance of liajf a mile, and it is be- 
ljeved to be a deep one. If it is any­
thing like' this, the wealth which is rest­
ing there must l>e something which will 
startle the world.”

It is added, iu comment by The Loudon 
Financial News, that “if present indi­
cations are to. be trusted it is a reason­
able inference that the reef which runs 
north aud south of Coolgardie will turn 
out to be. one of altogether exceptional 
wealth, while at the Murchison field, 
although it has been hardly scratched 
over, the mines that have been opened 
are averaging from their crushings from 
three ounces to four ounces to the ton. 
During the six mouthy ended June 80, 
1894, the gold production of Western 
Australia amounted to 82,764 ounces, 
and it is estimated by eminent authori­
ties that the total for 1894 will be 
200,000 ounces, or nearly double the out­
put in 1893. The gold is there—of that 
there can be no question.”

This means of communication would fill 
a long-felt want in spring and fall, when 
the boat service is irregular. During the 
summer season it would be a popular ave­
nue for pedestrians and cyclists, 
construction of the proposed sidewalk 
would enable Toronto’s six thousand cycle 
ridfers to reach the Island in one-third 
of the time consumed in waiting for and 
going by the boat. The whole job could 
be done for probably five thousand dol­
lars. Ten thousand would be an outside 
figure. On no other Island improvement 
would the money be expended to so good 
a purpose as this one.

been achieved since 1878,

We come here to-day under circum­
stances which are peculiarly gratifying, 
because hardly a year has elapsed since 
thn people of this Dominion, at the exhi­
bition of the industries of all nations, 
achieved the greatest triumph of any peo­
ple that ever went into such a competi­
tion. These are circumstances upon which 
I, can well congratulate you to-day, alter 
the lapse of 16 years since you were so 
eloquently addressed by the gentleman 
who inaugurated this Toronto Fair. But 
there are pironmstauces which justify onr

• country. These are that the people ol 
this Dominion are more anxious than 
ever they were for the promotion of Bri­
tish polity. If it was true in 1878 that 
the people of Canada ought to be proud 
ol the destiny which was placed in their 
hands, the destiny of establishing British 
polity upon this continent and of illus­
trating here the value oi the constitution 
which they inherited from their fathers, 
the cause for pride is more than double 
since then, since onr constitution has 
proved equal to all the strains that have 
been placed upon it.

There are those who state that the 
first duty of a public man is to see where 
the iuterests of this country and the in­
terests of Great Britain fail to agree, 
and to declare his loyalty to the people 
of Canada. As one of the public men of 
this country, I assert that it is our duty 
to remove all possible causes ol friction 
between the Mother country and Can­
ada. (Applause.) Canada is far greater 
to-day as a member of the British Em­
pire than she would he otherwise. (Ap­
plause.) Whenever the time may come 
it will be to the interest of every true 
Canadian to make all the sacrifices he 
can to see that the flag that floats over 
us shall float over our children. What­
ever achievements this country 
complish are to be accomplished at a 
part of the British Empire. Therefore 
truly can we say that in the years that 
have elapsed since 1878 the people of 
this country, and especially the people 
of the great Province of Ontario, have rea­
son for pride in reviewing Vie past. The 
time has come when Canadians living in 
other countries are beginning to realize, 

we realize it to-day, what a fine coun­
try this is in which to live, and they are 
coming back from the United States in 
thousands. They are realizing that in 
this country with proper industry they 
can find a surer and a safer home and 
a safer return for their labor than they 

in the United States, and that the
