FAHM FACTS IN VARIETY.

Crimson Clever—Celery Growing—Potato
Culture.

Those who have crops of crimson
(scarlet) clover to plow under will find
that the clover will make very rapid
growth during the next three weeks
and need not be plowed until May 15,
if it is desired to grow another green
crop right after it. In such case the
Southern cow pea will be found excel-
lent, and the vines should be plowed
under just as the seed pods are begin-
ning to form. When plowing under
green crops apply about twenty bushels
of lime or wood aches per-acre.

Any person who grows celery can
easily produce large and white stalks,
but the main point is to have them
crisp. Good celery should break into
iwo or three pieces when bent, and
.should be very brittle,, The way to se
cure the brittleness is to begin blanch-
ing the stalks from the start, and also
grow them rapidly. If the blanching is
done later in the season, as is ususlly
the case, the stalks will be white and
attractive, but will not be as brittle
as when the blanching is done gradual-
‘ly during the whole séason.

Fence posts may be made to last long-
er by banking up around them occas-
jonally, so as to allow the water to flow
away from them. Allowing the earth
to sink in around the posts is to.invite
decay of that portion-under ground,
which will be constantly saturated with
| the water which flows dgwn to the posts
instead of away from ‘them.

Do not hatch the young turkeys too
goon, or there may be a heavy loss
among them, unless. you are well pre-
pared to care for them.

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THE GARDEN OF AFRICA.

THE STORY OF THE WONDERFUL
GROWTH OF NYASSALAND.

Its Remarkable Development Within a
Few Years Described—A Wilderness Bee
ing Turned Inte a Garden,

The most wonderful record of pro-
gress that has come out of tropical Af-
rica is the story of Nyassaland. XNo one
would have believed twenty years ago
that a garden spot would be found there
where white men could live within the
tropics in perfect health and prosperity.

o one would have creamed that to-day
native telegmpﬁers in the lake regions
would be sending messages to the sea
and to Europe that upon the mountain
sides native woodsmen would be cutting
pine trees and sawmill hands, turning
the logs into Jumber and that a half
million coffee trees would be flourishing.
Many of them are now bearing their
first crops on the plantation of the white
farmers. The wilderness where Arabs
followed the glave chase is being turned
into a garden : .and the secret of this
remarkahle transformation is that the
uplands of ILake Nyassa are high
above. the ocean level. Nyassaland
may be called one of the little islands
that are lifted high above the sea
of miasma which overspreads nearly
the whole of tropical Africa. So among
these ‘elevated - valleys and mountaing
south of Lake Nyassa the white man is
turning the riches of nature to good
account, and is having a potent and
beneficial influence upon the natives who
thirty years ago had never seen a white
man. Mr. H. H. Johnston, Her Ma-
jesty’s Commissioner in British Central
Africa, has just ‘told the story of this
development to the Royal Geographical
Society, and here are some of the inter-
esting facts he gave. The official name
of this region is the British Central
Africa Protectorate. It was only tour
years ago that European planters began
to hear that there was a chance to make
money ' in this new domain by raising
coffee. At that time the total white
population . was only 57. To-day it 1s
nearly 400. .The trade of the country in
the past year hasexceeded a half million

dollars.  Four years ago there were on
Lake Nyassa and the rivers only eight ',
9 British steamers, while to-day seventeen

steamers, and 120 barges or sailing ves-
sels are pging these waters. Four
years ago Europeans were cultivating
about 1,000 acres, while the area under
crops has now been increased to more
than 8,000 acres. Over 5,000,000 coffee

plants are now growing, and when they '

all come into bearing, as they will be-
fore long, there will be ample freight
for the railroad which is to be built
around the sixty .miles of rapids in the
Shire River. hen this road is com-
leted -freight may be taken by steam
rom the north end of Lake Nyassa to
the Zambesi and the ocean vessels
which will await it in the Chinde branch
of the Delta. Agricultural land four
years ago was selling for from one cent
to six cents an acre. ' To-day unimprov-
ed land ranges in price from 25 cents to
$1.40 an acre, and in'a number of the
seven or eight European settlements
lots are-sold at from $500 to $1,000
apiece. ~ About four-fifths of the land
surface is from 8,000 to 5,000 feet above
the sea. ‘The immediate result of this
elevation is a much cooler climate than
is tound in most parts of central Africa.
1t is a well watered country, with man
perennial streams, and the water in al-
most all places is, wholesome to drink.
Those - who have read  Living-
stone’s descriptions of: this wilderness
when he first made it known to the
world will be: struck by the amazing
contrast which Blantyre and the other
European settlements present to-day,
In these towns are clean, broad, level
roads, bordered by handsome avenues
trees and comely red brick houses with
rose-covered verandas peeping out be-
hind clumps of ornamental shrubs. The
natives who pass along are clothed in
white calico. ~ A bell rings to call the
children to school. The planter gallops
Imst on horseback, or a missionary trots
n
outlying station.
carriers pass in Indian file, carrying
loads of European goods, or a smart-
looking policeman in black fez, black
jacket and trousers marches off on some
errand. Native bricklayers and car-
enters - are building houses in the
E‘,uropeun style. . Through the open
door of the printing office natives may
be seen setting type for the little news-
paper that appears every week. The
visitors will see a postoffice, a court of
justice and perhaps a prison, whose oec-
cupants, however, during the working
hours are out rerairing the roads
under charge of a black policeman. On
the outskirts of the towns are brick-
yards, where the natives turn out thou-
sands of bricks as well made as those
used in our own building operations.
The most interesting feature in the
nejghborhood of these settlements, how-
ever, is the coffee &)lantutions, which are
the chief cause and support of the pros-
erity of Nyassaland. The first and
iggest planter, Mr. Buchanan, raised
last season. a crop. that was valued at
$35,000. Sixteen years ago a small
coffee plant was sent from the Edinburgh
Botanical Gardens to Blantyre, and from

this plant the greater part of the 5,000,- |

000 coffee trees mow growing are de-
scended, The mother tree is still alive
in the mission grounds at Blantyre.
The climate and soil of Nyassaland seem
to suit the coffee tree to perfection, and
the crops areunusuallylarge. One strong

! inducement to plant coffee here is the

abundance and cheapness of native labor
The planters are now able to secure an
enormous supply of labor from tribes
that are scattered far and wide around.
Natives travel on foot several hundred
miles to get work on the European plan-
tations, They know they will be well
treated, well paid, and that they may
return in safety to their homes with the
wages they have earned, because the
Government has put an end to the mur-
derous business of the slave catcher
who used to lie in wait for unwary na-
tives. The increase in the native popu-
lation of the protectorate has been re-
markable. In the southern part of the
district 10,000 people are now living,
where there were only about 1,000 in
1891. In the northern half the native
population has almost doubled by immi-
gration in four years. It is believed
that before long this region will become
one of the most densely peopled portions
of the continent, and with plenty of
black men to till the soil, the white set-
tlers will be able to produce in enor-
mous quantities all the most valuable
erops of the temperate and tropical re-
gions, They are already raising nearly
engugh wheat for their own needs.

LONGEST IN THE WORLD.

| A Lake Ferry on Which the Boats Will
Run for Two Hundred and Sixty Miles.

Contracts have been let for the first
two boats of the longest car ferry ser—
vice in the world. The boats will Cply
between Peshtigo, Wis., and South Chi-
cago. This route is 260 miles long and,
in brief, connects the railroads of the
northwest with those east of Chicago.
The specifications of the ferry boats
call for larger ones even than those now
in use on the Ann Arbor ferry line.
They will carry 28 loaded cars. uip-
ped with improved construction and
machinery for crushing ice floes, the
boats are built to make a round trip
every three days in the year.

Traffic contracts have already been
made with northwestern and eastern
lines, and the ferry route wiil start with
a paying business.  As soon as the two
boats are in service contracts will be let
for additional boats, in order to make
delivery of 28 cars every day in the

E Isaac Pitman Dead.

| Tsaac H. Pitman died on Saturday,
April 20, at his home in Bath, Eng.,
aged 82 years, of general debility due
to old age. This wonderful man was
born at Trowbridge, Wilts, Eng., on
Jan. 4, 1818, and was educated at the
grammar school of that town,. He then
clerked for a cloth manufacturer, was
trained in the normal college of the
British and Foreign School Society,
London, ‘and appointed master of the
British School, Barton-on-Humber, 1832,
He established the British- School at
Wottom-under-Edge in 1836, and took

up his residence at Bath in 1639. In
1837 his first treatise on stenography
appeared. He was the original inven-
tor of the shorthand system now used in
all parts of the world, and bad devoted
his entire life to the art. At his insti-
tution at Bath he taught the art and
printed books in shorthand. = Benn Pit-
man, of the Art Academy of Cincinnati
and president of . the Cincinnati School
of Phonography, is his yvounger brother,
and was the father of the system in Am-
erica, all the brothers growing famous
and rich through the discovery of 1saac.

TATTOOED CLOTHES.

The Samoans Are Very Clever People and
Like Their Summer Sutts.

Miss ‘Marie Fraser, after a visit to
Samoa, has written & book on the
islands, in which appears the following
naive little essay on the philosophy of
clothes : ;

“T'ough the tattooing in Samoa may
vary a little in design, the decoration is
always in the shape of knee breeches,
extending from the waist—where strings
tied in knots and ornamental fastenings
are tattooed on the skin, so thorough'is
the artist in his work—to. below the
knee. The pattern is very elaborate,
with stripes of natural skin intersect-
ing. It is certainly a great improvement
to their apgearance, for in wet or
stormy weather they economicallv leave
their best lava-lavas at home and wear
only a banana leaf or a girdle of leaves;

heavy shower of. rain while wearing
only a garment of tapa the tattooin
stands him in good stead, for bark eclot
does not survive wet. and ragidly dis-
solvesinto rags.
