—The Nova Scotia Tourist Associa­
tion, which was organized a few years 
ago in the city of Halifax, has in no 
small degree been instrumental in 
bringing the attractions of the prov­
ince as a summer resort before the peo­
ple of the United States and Canada. 
The funds of the association subscribed 
through the generosity of individual 
citizens have" been employed in adver­
tising in papers of large circulation, 
publishing booklets, furnishing lantern 
slides from photographs for the use of 
lecturers and other advertising schemes.

An effort was made by the associa­
tion last year to obtain the assistance 
of the government in carrying out the 
scheme of an Old Home Week for the 
province. This is a plan which has 
been carried out successfully in some 
of the New England States for some 
years past. From points all over the 
Western, Southern and Middle States 
the sons and daughters of New Eng­
land are gathered home in one grand 
excursion week, and every city, town 
and village extends hospitable enter­
tainment and bids the wanderers wel­
come home.

Tens of thousands of expatriated 
Nova Scotians would respond to a 
summons to participate in a grand re­
union of old friends and renewal of 
old associations. The most humble 
village could plan some agreeable en­
tertainment for its guests. Picnics 
and tea-meetings would serve the de­
sirable object of bringing together the 
guests of honor with their parents, 
neighbors and friends, and .at the same 
time might be made the means of 
swelling the funds of some deserving 
home philanthrophy, a school library, 
for instance, street lights for the 
village, or a new * organ for the 

• village church. The cities would 
choose, of course, a different form of 
entertainment and many plans both 
pleasing and profitable could be car­
ried out, while the hospitalities of 
private homes would be fully enjoyed 
and appreciated. Doubtless many a 
returned wanderer would be persuaded 
to remain or return permanently to 
the old home-land where his trained 
energies and the progressive ideas 
which he had imbibed in his residence 
abroad would be of inestimable value 
in helping to build up the new and 
ever enlarging industrial status of hie 
native land.

—The vote of the ratepayers taken 
last evening to approve of the I>orrow­
ing of a sum of money to defray 
half the deficit, if any there be, aris­
ing from the holding of an exhibition 
here next fall, stood 40 to 5 in favor 
of the guarantee.

—A movement is on foot to obtain 
the service of the newly purchased C. 
P. R. boats for the carriage of our 
fruit to Glasgow, Liverpool and Lon­
don. The service of the past has*been 
far from satisfactory, and, indeed, 
seems to be getting worse instead ol 
better.

Capt. C. 0. Allen, of Kentville, has 
been in conference during the past 
week with the C. P. R. authorities at 
St. John, and learns that any propo­
sal for a change of route or making a 
port of call anywhere in Nova Svotia 
must be in before the meeting of the 
directors in Morltreal during the sec­
ond week in April.

It is also intimated by the company 
that no request by individuals will be 
recognized. There must be a concert­
ed demand by all the fruit growers or­
ganized to work together for this pur­
pose. We may hope, if this is success­
ful, to have our apples carried 
across in seven or eight days instead 
of anywhere from 14 to 20 as is now 
the case.

The special meeting of the Fruit 
Growers noticed in another column is 
called f<5r this purpose, ayd efforts will 
be made to have the boats call at 
Halifax. If this is not found feasible 
then the Association will take steps 
to have a pier erected at Digby or 
Victoria Beach as a Nova Scotia port 
of call.

The fruit growers of the Annapolis 
valley are urged to pull together and 
if possible obtain this boon.

—A slump in Dominion Iron and 
Steel has caused a sensation in the 
stock market. This stock, which rose 
to 79 and over a year ago, dropped 
on Saturday to 32 with a slight rise 
at the beginning of the week. While 
the market value of the stock has 
shrunk, the actual value, it is claim­
ed, is largely increased. This deal of 
the stock manipulators means the loss 
of many hard earned dollars to people 
who could not afford to indulge in 
this far too popular game of chance.

It means ti>at 
all the dangers of the St. Lawre&e 
route, and the high insurance rates re­
sulting, san be done away with, mere­
ly by laying a cable down t.he channel 
and putting a telephone receiver on 
every ship. Ships can come and go in 
a foggy night as easily as on a fine 
day. Even the danger of bad steering 
by unskilful pilots will disappear, for 
the captain, who knows just 
his ship will answer her hulm, will be 
largely independent of any local as. 
sistance. Collisions will be avoided by 
keeping to the right of the cable, 
leaving icebergs and derelicts the only 
daggers ynprovided for.
