Production of Zine in Siberia,

One of the most ancient indust
rles In existence at the present time
in Europe is the production of zinc
in Siberfa. From the sixteenth cent-
ury calamine was obtained in the
manors of Beouthen and Jagersdorf
It was used in the local manufacture
of brass, and it was exported to the

countries adjoining the Oder and
Vistula. During the 30 years war
when the workmen, mostly Hugue-

nots, had abandoned the mines,
Industry disappeared, and its ex-
ploftation did not recommence until
the elghteenth u-nlury when George
de Glesche, a eslau  merchan’,
obtained in the wnr ul 1704 from his
soverelgn Leopold the privilege for
twenty years, to extract calamine in
Siberia. The first zinc foundry
