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TROGRESS OF TIUHE MORMON IMPOSITION.

A CoprEstaspexT has hindly forvapded tousa
copy of tho Deserct News of the 16th October, on
which day it was published in ¢ Great Salt Lake City,
Utah Territory”  The columns of this Mormon jour-
nal afford ample evidence that the wilked in this life
may flourish. We forbear comment that we may ob-
tain greater space for extract, to which we now address
oursclves. The following is the abstract of a sermon
delivered by a Mormon preacher in defence of the
revelation of Mormonism :—

¢ In referenco to bis main subjoct he assumed, asa
ostulate, that in the days of the Saviour there were
xynagogues where the Jews worshipped Ged; and in
aldition {o them the aplendid templeat Jerus-lem ; yer,
wlen ona certain occasion, one proposed to follow Ilin
whitherssever le went, e, thouzh Her of all things,
cried out like one in the Viiteress of lus soul, 10 abject |
povorty, ¢ Tho foxes have holex” Sev Tlis (sud the
speaker) was evidence to his mjnd that the Most High
did not put Iis tiama there, and that He did uotaccept
thé worship of those who paid their vows and adora-
tions there.  This was evident from the fact that they
would ot receive Ilim, but thrust him frow them, say-
ing, ¢ Away with llun, crucify Hin?! cruefy Him?!®
It was thereforeabundamly evident that Ilis Spinit did
not dwell in them. They were the degenerated son
of noble siress bint they had lonz wirce slain the pro®
phets and scets, through whem the Lard revealed Ilim-
self to the children of men, Lhis (said the speaker)
was the grand dificulty ainong them—their unbelief in
present revelation”

revelation was the means of dividing that generation
into tho various eects and parties that existed.  Thoy
were sincero worshippers, but their warship was not
required of them, nor was it aceeptablu to God.
Redeemer Himself, who knew the hearts of all men,
ealled them a generation of vipers. 1t was proof pow-
tivy to his miud that there briug Phansees, Sadduiees,
Herodians, Essenes, and, all diflering {rom each other,
they wore Jed Ly the precepts and commandments of
men. Each had semething peculiar to hiwself, but all
agreed in one point—(viz) to oppose the Saviour, so
that w¢ discover He could, with lII,IO utmoss propricty,
exclait, notwithstanding their synagogue and temple
worship, ¢ The foxes have ho'cs, and the birds of the
air have nests, but the Son of Man hath not where to
lay His head!

* He took occasion here to remark that guch diversity
of seutiment ever had, and ever would abtain, when

icople were not led by preseut rovelation.  This

rouglit Lim to the inevitable conclusion that the various
sects of the present day, from their manifesting the
‘same spirit, rested under the same condenination with
thoso who were coeval with the Saviour. 1o admitted
thero wero many houses, many sufliciently large, built
for the worship of God; but not one except this, on
the fuce of the whole earth, that was built by divine
rovelation ; and wervit'not for this, thedear Redeemer
wight in this day of science, this day of intelligence,
this day of religion, say to thoss who would follow Him,
¢ The foxes have holes, tho birds of the air have nests,
but the Son of Man hath not where to lay lus bead.”

‘Lliere is sometbing of the Homish charaster in this
style of preaching, and so there isin the cursing prayer
whick followed the sermon—ez. gra i~

“ We ask thee, Holy Father, to confound and asto-
nish and bring to sbame and confusion all those whe
have spread lying rcports abroad, over the world,
ax.i’ainst thy servan. or servants, if they will not renent,
when the everlasting  Gospel shall be proclamed 1
their cars, and that all thyir works may be.brought to
nought, and Le swept away by the bail, and by the
Jjudzements which thou will send u?on them in thing
anger, that there may be an end of lyings and slanders
dgainst thy people, for thou krowest,.0) Jord, that thy
servants have been innocent "befors thés in bearing
record of thy uame, for which they have suffered thees
things. Therefors wo picad before theea full .and
comgcto deliverance fiom undes this yoke: break 1t
off, O Lord, break it off from the necks of thy servants,
Dy thy power, thut we may rise up in the midst of tins
generation and do thy work”

‘That the learners of such sernfons and prayers wight
find divine assurance that the ministers of Mormonisin
were beaven-directed, the following little drama of
miracles was then enacted: —

& President Oliver Cowdery testifien of the truth ot
the Book of Mormon, and of the work of the Lord in
thesa last days. President F. G. Williams arose and
testified that, while President Rigdon was making his
first prayer, an angel entered the window, and took his
seat between Father Swith and himself, and renained
there during his prayer. President David Whitman
also saw angels in the house. President Hiram Smth
wmasde some appropriate remarks, congratulating those
who Lad endured o many tis and;privations o buttd
the bonse  President Ripdon then made a fuw appre-
priate closing remarks, and a short prayer, at the csosu
of which we sealed the proceedings of the dzy by shoat-
ing, Hosaana, hosanna, hosanna to God and the Lamb,
three times, scaling it cach time with amen, a.aen, and
awmen.

* Brother George A Smi‘h arose and began to pro-
pheey, when a noise was heard fike the sound of a
wmighty rushing wind which filled the temple, a~d all
the congregation simuitancously aroso, being moved
u2on by an invisible power. Many began to speak in
tongues and prophecy , others saw glorious visions , and
T behield the temple was filled with angels, which fact 1
dee’ared tothe congrepation, The rcople of the neigh-
korhood came running together (hearing an unusnal
sound within, and seeing a bright light like a pillar of
fire resting on the temple), and werc estonished at what
was transpiring.  The number of cfliial menibers pre-
sent on this qeeasion was four hundred and sixteen,
being a greater number than ever assembled on any
former occasion.  This centinued until the meeting clo-
sed ateleven p. w.’

Itis difficult to say whether sorrow, indigznation,
dis % or inextinguishable langhbter should most bo
exated at perusalofl these gravely told details. We
leave our readers to decitle, and continue our extracts
with the following, which is part of a letter transmitied
from Monmon inissionaries in Switzerland, and corn-
taining an account of the result of their so called min-
sters.

“Ife farther remacked their unbelicf in present

* Sister Stenhouse will have Yold you, In her tetter,
how your poor little Clara was afflicted with an inter-
mittent fever.  She invited mo to admimster to her
with holy oil, whi h 1did twice, asking our heavenly

Father, in the name of Iis borl Jesus Christ to heal,
her, and give us a testimony that To was withus,  Vell,
my brother, your Clara, sincethen, bas beon quite swell
for which, glory be to God. -tha remembers us who are
among the small things of His kingdom I am filled
with joy, gratitude, and confidence. I assure yau
theso vny facts have strengthened our brethren ani
sisters, and caused those out of the Church to think seri-
ously alo.”

‘The columns of the Mormon journal aro chiefly oc-
cupied withlengthy details of a tonference just holden.
‘The bishops and pricsts who take part therein havo as
sbarp a wit for things material as’ for their revela-
tion. One high priest thus addresses the assem-
bly -— .

«YWhat was said here last Sabbath by Br. Call, and
others, gives riso to tho text, which I put forth for the
brethrer to preachupon. Itisfor the ldlers and loaf-
ersto bLuild me agood house. These men complain
about me living on tithing ; but the fruth is Thave never
isked for onie bushel of wheat, s single-load of wood, or
for the.Charch-to build mea bonse. If any complain
about the first Presidency living on tithmng, J-want
these men to boild me:a fine commodious house, worth
about 25,000, dollavs: My next. foxt is, for. this peopla
as they did last yoar. not tosell your wheat for iifty
cents per bushel, for in all probability vou will have to
buy it back again from the same man at four or five dol-
lars per bushe).”

Perhaps, it was thought that this high priest
was waxing too mundane: the next was more spiri-
tual:—

« Elder Zera Pulsiphier remembared the time when
hie had to travel thiree hundred and twenty-five miles to
geta couacilof elders, comparing the risc of the Church
with the present days:and bore a testimony of hav-
ing seen a vision, when an angel appearcd to him
havirg a Book of Mormon in his band ; and exhorted
the new comers of the valley to keep the commandments
of God, to be humble and prayerful, and respect and
obey the council of the authorities; and showed thag
those who neglect their pravers and their duty, gener-
ally, fall away from the Church and are daomned.”

President Kimball returned to worldly considerations
— ¢ He cxhorted the saiuts to sell their clothing o the
fa.mers for wheat so as to keep away from the mer-

chants,and decorate your palaces with home manufac-
| tures and, if youcannot get cotton yarn to weave carpets,
F braid and rags, adorn your palaves with ragcarpets.”

This business-like man is followed by a sprigltly
veluntee:. Llder F. D. Richards « attended 10 the
call made on bim to preach this evening, andas the
word “ can’t “never was in his vocabulary, heis not
under any trouble to expungeit. The responsibil-
ity ho is under to preach to the people cnables
lim to capect the assistance of the Uoly Spint al-
ways.” ’

Elder Richards, however, soon stumbled into com-
mereial mattere e advocated the cause of home
| manufactires ; and ther, said he, ** we should have nog
only a gathering of people, but alsu a gathenwg of
substance.  If the mouey that has been paid out for
the single asticle of sugar was now in the valley, therc
would be a comfortable circulating medium for the
wholo territory.  Again ¢ if we can get the iron works
started in our midst, it would be a most profitable source
of investinent, and also prove of great benefic to tho,
territory. Brother Erastus Snow and Xare going down
to Jron County, with a train of goods, to unite with
our brethren there, and sco if we can make it a bles«
sing for the community, and so save tbe fandsin the
territory : this will give stability to tho moricd interest.
1look forward to a few ycars, when I can see the woo!
taken from the sheep, and made into beautifal clotkiag
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
