SEIZURE OF THE « UNITED IRELAND"”
NEWBSPATI'ER.

Begarding tbe last rald made upon prop-
erty, 1iberty and the rigtt of free speech, the
Freeman has the following detalls :—

On Thursday evening at a little after five
o'clock, as the machines in the office at
Lower Abbey street were working off the
balance of this week' edition of Unite
Ireland Mr. Superintendent Mallon, attended
by Acting Detective-Inspectors Sheridan
and Rowan, entered the hall of the
office, and meeting Mr. Arthur O'Keefe,
of the editorial staff, paesented him
with a warrant charglog him with being
reasonably suspected of inciting people not
o pay rents. He accepted the warrant, and
was told to consider himself in custody. Mr.
Mallon then inquired his way to the printing
office, and on going out was met by Mrs.
Moloney, hon. treasurer, Ladies’ Land
League. She asked him what he wanted,
and he sald he was about to stop the print-
ing of United Ireland. On finding out which
machine it was running on, he called to the
machinemen to stop the engines, saying
that if they went on it would be at their
perll, as he would arrest them. The machines
were stopped. Mr. Msllon then packed up
and took away several large patcels of the
paper, the unissued balance of the edition.
Before leaving, Mrs. Maloney required Mr.
Mallon to show his warrant or authority for
stopping the machine and seizing the paper.
Mr, Msllon said he would not show his
anthority. He added that they might go op
with the printing of the Jrishman aud Sham-
roek if they wished. Mr, Mallon then leit,
Twenty minutes afterwards two other
detectives arrived at the office and asked
for Mr. Burton, one of the clerks. Mr. Burton
announced himself, and was arrested. He
seemed to be very much astonished at the
arrest. During the evening coples of the
firat edition of United Ireland, printed off early
yeaterday, were gelling in the streets in the
usual way. Subeequent to the movement of
thepolice on tue newspaper, a rumour was
current that a member of the Irish Parlia-
mentary party had been arrested, but there
was no foundation for the statement.

It appears that while Mr. Mallon was seiz-
ing United Ireland, other detectlves visited
all the news agents shops in the city and
street corners where United Ireland was
exhibited for sale. They then seized any
coplies they could find, in each instance giving
recefpts for the papers taken, At the office
fn Exchange.court last night, it is stated,
there were a great number cof papers, count-
ing those that were printed and the unused
sheets of paper seized. Orders were trans-
mitted, it 18 gaid, last night from the Castle
to the constabulary to seize all copies they
might find tbhrough the couantry under the
same ozder that allowsthem to tear down “no
rent” placards. The detectives had orders
algo to buy up any coplies which they might
find being offered for sale by itinerant vendors
in the sticets

OUR FRENCH GUESTS.

THE YORKTOWN DELEGATES AT THE \WINDSOR—
THE DISTINGUISHED PARTY ENTERTAINED AT
BREAKFAST—THEIR ENTHUSIASTIC RECEPTION
~— PATRIOTIC BPEECHES,

The national delegation to Yorktown,
composed of distinguished Frenh gentlemen,
arrived in Montreal last Wednesday on the
train of the Central Vermont Railway from
New York. Their journey had been made in a
comfortable spacial coach, placed at their dis-
posal by Mr, W, H. Vanderbilt of the New York
Central R.R.; Ex-Governor Smith, of the
Ceatral Yermont R.R., and the n:anagers of
other roads. The delegation were received
by the rsception committee appointed, His
Worship the Mayor being sbsent, owing toan
attack of illness, Uount de Ses Maisons,
QConsul-General Smith, Mr, F. X. Perrault,
Vice-Consul of France; Ur. F. X. Archam-
bault, Q C., David Seath, Esiq., and others, who
escorted them to the Windsor, The delegation
was composed ot the following gentlemen :—
General Boulanger, the chief of the military
mission, is the commandant of the l4th
Brigade of Cavalry, stationed at Valencia, end
represented the Minister of War at Yorktown.
He is a brave officerand obtained much praise
during the ¥ranco-Prussian war of 1870.
Colonel Bossan i3 commandant of the
20th Regiment of Dragoons, and is in-
cluded in the refinue of General Boulanger,

geige of Yorktown.

In the evening a levee, ic honor of the
distinguished visitors, was held in the
parlors of the Windsor Hotel. It had first
been intended by the Montreal Committee to
give a grand ball on the occasion of theit
visit, but owing to the fact that they will be
obliged to leave thecity to.day at one o'clock
for Quebec, the project was given up, and in
lieu of it the levee was given and passed off
very successfully, A brilllant company
of the elitt of Freneh soclety here
were presented to the officers composing the
delegation. Comte de Sesmaisons, Consul-
General of France, and Madamse la Comteese
de Sesmafisons assisted General Boulanger
and the other officera in receiving those who
attended.

Thursday morning the delegates visited the
Natural History Soclety Rooms, at the
invitation of the Vice.President, Chevalier
Latour, and aflterwards took a drive
on the Mountain Park, admiring the grand
view to be had from the summit. At one
o'clock they left by special traln for Quebec,
where a grand reception was given them.

It was at firet the imtention of the recep-
tion committes to honor the French York-
town delegates, who are mow on a visit to
Oanada, by tendering them a sumptuous
banquet, but owing to the very limited time
which the distinguished visitors have at their
disporal before their final dupartare
for Earope, the banquet had to be foregone.
The committee, however, entertained their il-
lastrious guests ou Saturday ot a dejeuner of
the most reckerche description. It was given
in the ladies’ ordinary of the Windsoz Hotel,
About one hundred and fifty people were
present. Oolonel Ouimet, M .P., President of
tho Reception Committee, occupled the chair.
The following yentlemen filled the seats to
his right : General Boulanger, France; Hon.
J. A. Chapleau, Prime Minister; American
Consul-General Sinita, Commandant de Pusy,
Hon. Lucius Soth Huntington, Mr. De
Sahune, delegate, H. Beaugrand, Comte de
Noailles, Dr. Fortin, Mr, Tasse, M.P.;

No, it was not through a gpirit
of selfishness or interest that they cast their
eyes on the old and cherished land and said,
“Wo love you” (Great cheering.) The
Freuch Oanndians held Francein their hearts
long before they held a franc of its money in
their pockets. ([mmense appiause.)

The Count de Sesmaisons responded to the
toast, and in the course of his remarks, which
were roundly applauded, alluded to the high
position Cunada was gaining for itself in
European esteem and appreciation.

These representatives have been received
with the greatest honor and pomp in tve
United States of America; there they were
the objects of the most brilllant demonstra-
tions; but if during their short visit to
Canads, the same brilliancy did not mark the
demonstrationsin their honor, they could rest
agsured that nowhere did they moct mor
would they meet with a more hearty and
warm reception than &t the hands
of the French Canadians. (Cheers.)
Although separated for over 100 years from
France, their attachment for their mother
country was just as strong as that of the
Provinces cruelly torn from her. After the
cession they were left without force, laws or
protection but that ot thelr great and glorious
religlon (great cheering). The French-
Canadiang have had tostruggle hard ina rrde
poth, they are not so forward as the peopleof
France in the various fields of civilization,
but let it be known that they are not a degen-
erated people (great applause.)

Gen. Boulanger; head of the military dele-
gates, rose and received a peffect ovation.
The scene presented was one of wild en-
thusiasm, cheers followed by cheers and wav-
Ing of bandkerchiefs. He eaid a soldfer could
better wield the sword than make a 8peech.
He could not, bowever, fail to return an ex-
pression of gratitude for this warm, patriotic
and enthusiastic reception. He could never

have dreamed of reeing or receiving
such an ovation in Canada. But it
was only a proof and an echo

of their undoubted devotion to the fair land
across theses. (Great applause.) He said
be had a few words to say to them about the
condition of France, Bome evil spirits
animaied by jealousy or with small views
have taken it upon themsel ves to decry France
and call her weak since tne late disastrouns
war of 1870. They seay ahe canunot recover.
Woll, if anyone should say that before their
faces they should return. «lt is not trus,
you have lied.” (Great cheering.) IFrance
met with. great disasters, perhaps she
deserved them, but she is once more herself
and to-day she stands unshaken. Yes, the
day is not far distant when France will take
her place in the firet ranks of the nations of
Earope for the welfare of the human race and
the interest of clvilization. (Xnthuslastic
applause.) And let none interfere. (Great
cheering.) France does not want to attack any
one, But thanks to her indomitable
energy, her resources, but more particulary to
to the complete reorganization of her army,
shes can hold her own with any nation and
will certainly have it. (Loud cheers,) France
wants no straonger to come and insult her.
Heo wounld conclude by expressing the hope
that this visit would stremgthen the bonds
which unite Canada to France, and if ailowed
he would lift his glass and propose a toast
which will be echoed all over France, and
which was the health and prosperity of Canada
and its people. (Great applause).

. The Hon. Lucius Seth Hnntington replied
in eloquent terms.

The tosst of the United States was then
glven, to which the American Conseul re-
sponded. Seversl other speeches wsre made.

The affair was a grand success and the
Committec must be cangratulated. The re-
ception will bs remembered by the delegates
as one of the most pleasing events during
their sojourn in America.

MABRIAGES OF OCATHOLIOS BY A
PROTESTANT MINISTER ARE
NULL AND VOID.

THE QUESTION DEQIDED DY JUDGE JETTHE IN THE
CABE OF LARAMEE VS, EVANS,

The case of Larame va. Evans was an action
to have their marriage setjaside. Marle Jogeph
Laramee and Margaret Evans, both of age,
were on the 20th May, 1879, married by the
Rev. Mr, Beaudry, a French Protestant cler-
gyman. The marriage was by 1icense. The
husband’s family had net been consulted,
and when the marriage was discovered, pro-
ceedings were taken to get it aside. The hua-
band was iuterdicted for mental incapacity,
and a curator eppointed. This curator wag
subsequently authorized by a family council
to bring the present action to have the mar-
riage set aside, . The principal grounds of
the action v '3 that both the parties were
Catholics; that they had obtained no
valid dispensation from the publication
of banng; that the marriage was
celebrated secretly, without the knowledge
of the husband's relations or friends, and by
a functionary incompetent to marry two
Oatholics. It was also alleged that the hns-
band was ot weak intellect, and had been
cosrced into the marriage by unlawfnl means.
The plea was that the marriage was lawfully
celebrated by a minister of the Methodist
Church of OCanada ; and that the interdiction
of the husband was only obtained for the pur-
poee of facilitating the institution of the pre-
sent action. The Court found that the hus-
band was sufficiently intelligent to give a
valid consent. But both parties were proved
to be Catholics, and they could not be le-
gally married by a Protestant minister. The
Civil Code (Art. 128) says the marriage must
be solemnized openly, by a campetent officer
recognized by law. After an exhauative
examination of the law, His Honor arrived at
the conclusion that in the case of two Catho.
lics, a Protestant minister having no spiritual
jurisdiction over them, was nota competent
officer within the meaning of the Code. Bis
Honor further held that it was for the Catho-
lic ecclesiastical authority to pronounce on
the validity of the marriage. The judgment
of the Court, therefore, was thet the case be
referred to the Roman Catholic Bishop to
pronounce first the nullity of the marriage,
the case to be subsequently brought before
the Superior Court to adjundge as to the civil
effects of the marriage, Costs reserved.
