HOSPITAL  RIEPORT FOR THE
MOXNTHS OF JUXNE, JULY, AND
AUVGURT 1806,

Zo the Committce of Mawaagomert, Moy al
Homnnpatlic Hospitul :

1 have much pleasure in presenting to
you a report of the work done by the
hospital during the last three months.

Number of patients remaining in hos-
pital on May 31st five. ‘1 he total number
of admissions for the time is forty-five,
and the number of discharges forty-four,
Remaining in huspital on September 1st,
six; of the forty-five cases admitied,
twenty-six were surgical, an.d nineteen
medical; of the surgical cases, twelve de-
manded operations, which were success-
fully performed, and the patients much
benefited.

We have had four cases ot typhoid
fever, iwo of which were brought to a
satisfactory conclusion, one is at present
convaleseing, and ene of a very malig-
nant type, died.

In the out door department the atten-
dance has averaged one hundred and
twenty per month {or June, July and
August, with prospects of ani wrease i v
the present month.
