GOVERENENT 0F THE REPUBLIC OP-THE IVORY COAST

ON AIR TRANSPORT

The Government af Canada and the <3overnment of
the Republic of the Ivory Coast, hereinafter referred to
as the Contracting Parties,

Seing parties to the Convention on International
Civil Aviation opened for signature at Chicago, on the 7th
day of December, 1944;

Desiring to prostate the developient of air
transport between their respective territories and to
pursue, in so far as possible, international cooperatîon
in this field;

Desiring to conclude an agreement on the
establishment of air services supplementary to the
Convention on International Civil Aviation;

Have agreed as followa:

ARTICLE I

(De finition s)

For the purpose of this Agreement, unlees
otherwise stated:

<a)*"Aeronautical authoritîes" means, in the case of
Canada, the Minister of Transport and the Canadian
Transport Commission anmd, in the case of the Republic
of the Ivory Coast, the Minister responsible for Civil
Aviation or, in both cases, any other authority or
ýpereon.empcwerqi to perfori the functiorïs nov
à erCsé èby tne s4id authorities;

(bý ihAgreed services" means scheduled air services on the
routes specified in the Armez to th is Agreement for
thetranspo*rtpf paseengers, cargo and mail,
i;eWra<dly or in combination;

(c) "greement"iIqans this Agreement, the Armez attached
thereto, anmd any amendments to the Agreement or to the
Annex;

(d) "Convention" means the Convention on International
Civil Aviation opened for signature at Chicago on the
seventh day of December 1944 and includes any Annex
adopted under Article 90 of that Convention anmd amy
amendment of the.-Annexes or of the Convention'under
Articles 90 anmd 94 thereof *0 far as those'Annexes and
amemdments have.been adopted by bath Contracting
Partise
