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(i) Review scientific information in order to:

a. examine the impact and adequacy of research and the reliability
of research results, and ensure the dissemination of such results;

b. identify additional research requirements;

c. identify specific research programs for which international coop-
eration is desirable; and

(ii) Advise jurisdictions of relevant research needs, solicit their involve-
ment and promote coordination.

(d) The Science Advisory Board shall seek analyses, assessments and recom-
mendations from other scientific, professional, academic, governmental or
intergovernmental groups relevant to Great Lakes Basin Ecosystem
research.

(e) The Science Advisory Board shall report to the Commission and the Water
Quality Board periodically as appropriate, or as required by the Commis-
sion, on all matters of a scientific or research nature relating to the
operation and effectiveness of this Agreement.

3. The Great Lakes Regional Office

(a) This Office, located at Windsor, Ontario, shall assist the Commission
and the two Boards in the discharge of the functions specified in subpara-

graph (b) below.
(b) The Office shall perform the following functions:

(i) Provide administrative support and technical assistance for the Water
Quality Board and the Science Advisory Board and their sub-
organizations, to assist the Boards in discharging effectively the
responsibilities, duties and functions assigned to them.

(ii) Provide a public information service for the programs, including public
hearings, undertaken by the Commission and its Boards.

(c) The Office shall be headed by a Director who shall be appointed by the
Commission in consultation with the Parties and with the Co-Chairmen of
the Boards. The position of Director shall alternate between a Canadian
citizen and a United States citizen. The term of office for the Director shall
be determined in the review referred to in subparagraph (d) below.

(d) The Parties, mindful of the need to staff the Great Lakes Regional Office
to carry out the functions assigned the Commission by this Agreement:
shall, within six months from the date of entry into force of this Agree
ment, complete a review of the staffing of the Office. This review shall b¢
conducted by the Parties based upon recommendations of the Commissio?
after consultation with the Co-Chairmen of the Boards. Subsequent
reviews may be requested by either Party, or recommended by the Com”
mission, in order to ensure that the staffing of the Regional Office i
maintained at a level and character commensurate with its assigne

functions.

(¢) Consistent with the responsibilities assigned to the Commission, and undef
