GEORGE THE FIFTH, by the Grace of God, of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland, and of the British Dominions beyond the Seas, KING,
Defender of the Faith, Emperor of Indiýa.

To Our Bcloved and Faithful the Senators of the Dominion of Canada, and the
Memibers elected to serve in the House of Commons of Our said Dominion,
and to each and every of you,-GREETING:-

A PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS Our Parliament of Canada, stands prorogued to the twcnty-s<xth
day of the month of October, 1922, at which lime, at Our City of

Ottawa, you were held and constrained to appear. Now KNOW YE, that for
divers causes and considerations, and taking into consideration the case and
convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We have thought fit by and with the
advice of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve you, and ecd of you, of
yeur attendance at the time aforesaid, :hercby convoking and by these presents
cnjoining you and cach of you, that on TUESDAY, the FIFTII day of the
month of DECEMBER, 1922, you meet US, in Our Parliament of Canada, at
Our City of OTTAWA, there to take into consideration tic state and welfare
of Our said Dominion of Canada and thercin to do as may scem necessary.
HEREIN FAIL NOT.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hercunto affixcd. WITNESS:
Our Right Trusty and Well Beloved Counscîlor, the Righit Honourable
Sir Louis Henry Davies, one of Our Most ilonourable Privy Council,
Knight Commander of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael
and Saint George, Chief Justice of Canada and Deputy of Our Right
Trusty and WelI-beloved Julian Iledworth George, Baron Byng of
Vimy, General on the Retired List and in the Reserve of Officers of
Our Army, Knight Grand Cross of Our Most ilonourable Order of the
Bath, Knîght Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint
Michael and Saint George, Member of Our Royal Victorian Order,
Governor General and Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of
Canada.

At Our Government Huse, in Our City of OTTAWA, in Our said Dominion,
this Eighteenth day of October, in the year of Our Lord one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-two, and in the thirteenti year of Our Reiga.
