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to feed grain for Eastern Canada and for British Columbia so as to
provide:
(1) stability of Canadian supply and price;

(2) opportunity for expansion of Eastern production of feed grain."

And on the proposed motion of Mr. Thompson, seconded by Mr. Lessard

(Lac-Saint-Jean), in amendment to the said proposed amendment,--That the

amendment be amended by inserting, following the word "government" in

line 1, the following words, namely:

"in continuîng the completely inadequate policies of the immediately

previous government".

And debate continuing; at 8.15 o'clock p.m., Mr. Speaker interrupted the

proceedings pursuant to Standing Order 56(4) (d);
