LONGSHOREMEN'S STRIKE-REQUEST FOR

believe is in British Columbia in connection
with the longshoremen's strike, may I direct
this question to the Prime Minister. Could the
Prime Minister indicate whether any progress
is being made in the negotiations leading to a
settlement of this very important dispute?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister):
I regret that at this time I am not in a posi-
tion to make any report. The minister is with
the parties. As usual he is optimistic, but
there is nothing I can add at the moment.

Hon. Robert L. Stanfield (Leader of the
Opposition): Mr. Speaker, I should like to ask
whether the Parliamentary Secretary to the
Minister of Labour has any information to
give us on the further progress of the
negotiations.

Mr. Jim McNulty (Parliamentary Secretary
to Minister of Labour): No more than the
Prime Minister has stated, Mr. Speaker.

TASK FORCE ON DEVELOPMENT-REQUEST

FOR PROGRESS REPORT

Mr. P. M. Mahoney (Calgary South): Mr.
Speaker, I have a question for the Minister
of Energy, Mines and Resources. On Decem-
ber 20 last the acting minister of that depart-
ment announced the creation of a government
task force to study oil development. Would
the minister take an early opportunity on
motions to give us a progress report on the
work of that task force?

Hon. J. J. Greene (Minister of Energy,
Mines and Resources).: Mr. Speaker, the task
force is an interdepartmental task force of
officials. It is not customary to make their
reports to government public, but I will

tion. I might point out that during this period
of negotiations with our friends in the United
States with regard to oil policies a great
number of the items under consideration are
of a highly confidential nature and it would
not be in the public interest to have a con-
tinuing public dialogue at this time. Certainly,
however, I am fully aware of the hon. mem-
ber's concern in this area and will consider
his suggestion.
