Hon. Gérard Pelletier (Secretary of State): I am in-

formed by the Canadian Broadcasting Corporation as
follows: 1. It has not been customary to require the
CBC to disclose such details as the cost of specific pro-
gram material since such information could adversely
affect the Corporation in its competitive business rela-
tionships. However, payment for the item in question
was well in line with amounts normally paid for pro-
cured color documentary material of an exclusive na-
ture.

2. The item was made by William J. Warren and
Peter J. Lake, two Los Angeles producers. The executive
producer of "Weekend" agreed to buy the item follow-
ing consultation with his supervisors and with legal
counsel.

3. The producers were not hired by the CBC but, as
indicated above, they were paid a normal amount for the
item.

4. No one who appeared in the item was paid by the
CBC and, to the best of the CBC's knowledge, no one
was paid by the producers of the item.

5. Not to CBC's knowledge, and certainly not by the
CBC.

6. The producers, Mr. Warren and Mr. Lake.

7. The people involved in the item were approached
by Messrs. Warren and Lake. Last winter Mr. Warren
was doing research for a feature article, subsequently
carried as a cover story in "Newsweek" magazine, on
the matter under discussion. He made contacts then
with the officials at the clinic. The girl involved came

to the attention of the producers through the clinie. The
producers provided written consent from the girl
involved.

8. To the best of the CBC's knowledge, the answer is
no.

9. The executive producer of "Weekend" consulted
with his supervisors extensively on this matter and
screened the item for his immediate supervisor, the head
of Current Affairs-TV, for the Director of TV Infor-
mation Programs, and for the Managing Director of
Television. As a result of these discussions, several
changes were made before approval was given for the
presentation of the item.

10. The item was offered to the "Weekend" unit by
Messrs. Warren and Lake and the idea was accepted
and recommended for presentation by the executive
producer, with his recommendation subsequently
approved by his supervisors.
