Hon. John C. Munro (Minister of Indian Affairs and
Northern Development): The Beaufort Sea Community Advi-
sory Committee was organized in 1976 by Dome Petroleuni
Limited in order to provide an effective communication link
between the industry operator and the affected communities.
The communities of Aklavik, Inuvik, Tuktoyaktuk, Paulatuk,
Holman, Sacks Harbour, each named two members to the
committee. The members of the committee were northerners
of wide experience within their communities and knowledge-
able about local concerns. During its effective life 1976-1983,
the committee was supported by the Dome Petroleuni/Canadi-
an Marine group and no government funds were provided for
remuneration or travel. The funding provided by the company
enabled the group to visit other countries and to investigate
industry practices in Alaska, the North Sea, and other areas in
order that the Beaufort Sea operations could be better
assessed. The committee operated as an independent body
setting its own meetings and agendas.

In the faîl of 1983, the Beaufort Sea Community Advisory
Committee disbanded as other more broadly-based initiatives
such as the Development Impact Zone Societies sponsored by
the Government of the Northwest Territories seemed to limit
the effectiveness of the committee.
