~ “We have gotto havea cheap parcel
post system in this country., In the
United States a cheap post system is
going into effect on Jan. 1, There is no
reason why we should not have cheap-
ened our parcel post to go into effect
at the same time. I think our post-
master is waiting for the opportunity
to introduce such a measure, but I
say he ought not to walit any longer.
We have got to have it in Canada, and
it is coming soon. I will make a pre-
digtion. You will see- the greatest re-
volution  in the United States in the
way of the high cost of living and the
reduction of food prices; after the
cheap parcel post system {s in effect,
that you ever saw. It will be a sur-
prising thing:

“If the women of this country want
to do something, they ought to follow
the example of the women of Phila-
delphia and Chicago, and sée that the
high cest of living is brought to the
attention of the public, and the men of
the legislatures of the country, in or-
der to secure a reduetion. And wher-
ever the women of this country have
tried to do anything they have suc-
ceeded.

“The government must get after all
combines and truets, which by combi-
nation maintain the high prices to the
public. And if the trust companies
are backed up by the rallways, as I
think they are, it is the decided duty
of parliament to bring them up before
a commission that will investigate the
state of affairs.”
