His idea Was 1o
make use of the provision In the agree-
ment for the establishment of street rall-
way comﬁottuon instead of appealing to
the courts. There were two reasons why
B. A. Macdonald’s policy was a fallure.
His competitive scheme was too gigantic,
covering as it did three or four times as
nn‘x’ch ground as the necessities of the
case demanded. The scheme on its own
face was doomed to failure even if its au
thor hadn’t become incapacitated for serl-
ous business thru physical and mental col-
lapse. The present Mayor promised before
the election to amellorate street rallway
conditions, but ever since his election he
has been supremely indifferent to his ante-

BRITISH AND AMERICAN EN-
