Mr. René Matte (Champlain): Mr. Speaker, under the
provisions of Standing Order 43, 1 ask for the unanimous
consent of the House to move an important motion of pressing
necessity.

Considering that the Prime Minister bas announced that
some assistance would be forthcoming to Quebec or Canadian
citizens who wisb to bring their grievances before a court in
connection with Bill 101 establishing French as the only
officiai language in Quebec; considering that this concrete
assistance would be paid out of public funds by ail taxpayers of
the country; considering that this financial belp of the Canadi-
an government means that Quebec citizens who are mostly in
favour of that legisiation would pay out of their pockets their
own prosecution; considering also the preposterousness of sucb
an unjust and ambiguous situation, 1 move, seconded by the
bon. member for Roberval (Mr. Gauthier):

TIsat the Prime Minister and thse government forgo any financial or other
contribution tu help thse citizens or groupa of citizena who decide to bring before
the courts their dispute about Bill 101 duly passed by the Quebe National
Assembly.
