TRIPLE DROWNING
AT FORT KENT, ME.

Ferryboat Capsized and Three
Youig Gitls Were Lost—Brave
Rescue. '

Houlton, Me., June 24—Word was -re-
ceived here late today of a drowning acci-
dent-in which three lives were lost at Fort
Kent last night. The victims were Celina
Gagnon, 18 'years old; Clara Chorette, 14,
and Isabelle Deprey, 12.

While about twenty young people at-
tending the fair of St. Louis parish were
crossing the Fish River in a ferryboat,
the boat struck some submerged obstruc-
tion and at once began to leak badly.
Within a few minutes the boat turned
over on one side and all the occupants’
were thrown into the river. 'Their cries
were heard and a number of men rushed
to their assistance. All but three were
saved. The bodies of the three were found
under the boat a short time afterwards.

Rev. Arthur Decarcy, pastor of the
Catholic church at Fort Kent, was one of
the first to reach the scene and without
hesitation he jumped into the river. He
geized one of the young women, Miss Ep-
phemia Cyr, who was struggling in a place
where the current was very swift, and
succeededs in getting her safely to shore
unaided. Rene Oyr made a mimilar diffi-
cult rescue of another girl, Miss Edna
Daigle.
