NEW YORK FINANCIAL BUREAU.

The sagging tendency developed in the
itock market may cOntinue temporarily,
pwing to the fact that as yet supporting
orders seem to be chiefly on a scale-down
reflecive of the inside attitude of waiting.
We would carefully watch supporting lim-
ts. If the orders around them shall ap-
parently be removed, temporary slumps
will_be expected by professionals in view
of the report submitted yesterday noon
to. the effect that. certain interests were
mndeavoring to effect a shakeout. If the
professional hammering fails to induce
fiquidation and eupporting levels register
nesitation in prices, we would expect re-
toveries. There is a mixed position .in
the market, which shows distribution of
high rails on advance and accumulation
»f some of the best industrials on declines.
A discriminating attitude is therefore sug-
gested by the latest developments. The
tariffi delay continues, althought accord-
lng to the newspapers, this morning some
progress has been made in conference.
