The conspiracy includes General Trepoff,
commandant of the palace; General Count
Ignatieff, M. Stickinsky, former chief ad-
jutant of the interior department; Count
Sherometreff, a noted reactionary, and
General Prince Putiatin, who are eaid to
be utterly reckless of the comsequences.

The plan is to provoke riote and mas-
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sméa of Hebrews and revolutionists over
as wide an area as possible in order to
justify still more terrible repressions and
thereby prove to his majesty that the
peaple are not mipe for any sort of eelf-
government,

It is a desperate game, but it is backed
