PITS START AS MINERS RESUM

SUNDAY TO

German Communists Plan
Big Demonstration to
Show Strength.

Berlin, July 26—The attempt of the
German communists to make next
- Sunday’s “anti-Fascisti” demonstra-
tions a test of their political strength
is considered by the authorities as des-
tined to founder on the preventive
measures taken by the Federal and
Prussian authorities and the complete
disavowal of the communists aims ex-
pressed by the United Socialists and
organized labor. !

The two latter factions are openly
backing away from the extermists at-
tempt to drive the working classes into
the streets, especially since the out-
break at Frankfort which resulted in
the public murder of Dr. Haas, the
city prosecutor, under revolting cir-
cumstances. 4

Is Wagning Signal-

The Socialist .Vorwaerts.reminds .ils
followers that the Frankfort episode
is a warning’ signal which ' should
teach the workers of moderate views
“Ohie™ Tolly ot allyin es with
the extremist element as they -did in
Frankfort in connection with the pub-
lic protest against the mounting food
prices.

Both the Federal and the Prussian
ministers of the interior have authoriz-
ed the various state and local author-
ities to suppress public’ meétings and
parades, the decrees being aimed at
nationalistic as well as extermist de-
monstrations.

In selecting Sunday for' the so-called
anti-Fascisti protest, the communists
are believed to have had in view the
recruiting of large numbers of holi-
day makers in the general excitement
they expected to work up.

Dr. Haas Badly Beaten,

Frankfort, July 25.—The autopsy on
the body of Di. Haas, public prosecu-
tor, killed during the communisitic ais-
turbsnce here Sunday, seemed to show
that the victim was literally clubbed,
stagged and stoned to death. The mur-
Ger occurred in front of the prosecu-
tor’s residence. Afterwards the mob
ransacked the dwelling. One placard
carried by the demonstrators read:
“No justice without. blood.” The
police have arrested several suspects.

CLERIC CHARGED

Case In Colorado Court Over
Liquor Shipment For
Home.

Denver, Colo., July 25—The case of
Father A. Grace, whose Arial began
yesterday, probably will go to the jury
today. ;

The defendant, former pastor of the
Shrine of St. Anne, at Arvada, a Den-
ver suburb, is charged with forgery in
connection with applications for a
permit to ship iiquor to the Mullen
Home for the Aged here. Sister Ger-
maine, superintendent of the home,
whose name was signed to tlie applica-
tion, says she did not sign it.

The cleric claimed that in obtaining
liquor for the institution he was actu-
ated by the:highest motives. Some of
the whiskey found its way into the
cellars of Denverites who are promin-
ent socially, according to government
gents.

Sister Germaine testified that Father
Grace signed an application for a per-
mit for one barrel of liquor, returned
later and told her the application had
been cancelled, whereupon she signed
another application, supposing it to be
sor one barrel. The application pres-
ented as evidence in court yesterday
called for ten barrels.

Play Mean Trick on

Chicago, July  25.—For a year “Pro-
fessor” Bengo has astonished onlook-
ers here by eating enormous quantities
of food and drinking copious draughts
of liquids. Today he is in a hospital
near death as a result of a trick played
on him while giving an exhijbition last
night, and two men are held in jail
yending the outcome of his condition.

A BIG RESPONSE
T0 VERMIN CALL

Laboratory’s Request For Bed-
Bugs For Experiment Brings
Flood.

Washington, July 25.—A public spir-
ited response to the recent announce-
ment of the insecticide laboratory of
the department of agriculture that it
would pay one cent each for 1,200 bed-
bugs, in sound condition, has over sup-
plied the demand. The department an-
nounced today that -it had received
more than enough speciments to carry
on its tests of various insecticides;
which-apparently have yet some fields
to conquer.

From far and wide in al]l manner of
containers the subjects have, arrived,
in several  instances accompanied by
letters explaining ' that they were
caught on foreign premises. The ship-
ping experiment itself has suggestéd
one means of extermination as a great
proportion died in transit. Of ome
shipment marked “1200 more or less”
only 45 survived. Helpful suggestions
in some of the accompanying letters
ineluded- the designation of hotels, hos-
pitals and jails as possible sources of

London, July 25.—A. F. Mitchell of
P .E. Island is returning to Canada by
the Majestic after having consulted the
Imperial authorities with regard to the
settling in the Maritime Provinces of a
number of retired officers of the Indian
army.

BIG GERMAN' LOAN

Will Be For 20 to 25 Million
Gold Marks at 5 per Cent.
Interest.

Berlin, July 25. — Negotiations be-
tween the ministry of finance and the
Reichbank and other of the big banks
for the issue of an internal loan on a
gold basis have been concluded and the
loan ‘will be issued shortly. It will be
a loan of fpom twenty million to twen-
ty-five .million gold marks, bearing in-
terest at five per cent. and maturing in
twelve years, repayable on the dollar
basis at the rate quoted in New York.
The smallest subscriptions permissible
would be twenty-one gold marks,
equivalent to five dollars.

Martinez, Cal., July 25.—Albert Sans,
alleged author of threatening letters to
Mabel Normand, film actress, and to
Mack Sennett, motion picture producer,
was held today pending a hearing to
determine his mental condition.

The missives to Miss Normand were
so loosely written as to be nearly in-
coherent, but the text of some indicated
that Sans entertained an idea he was
engaged to wed the actress.

In spite of the similarity between the
name of Sans and that of Edward
Sands, valet, who was sought in con-
nection with the killing of Taylor, au-
thorities scouted the theory that the
men are related.

Ottawa, July 25.—Wheat exported
from Canada during June amounted
to 22,228,898 bushels, value $26,354,416
compared with 11,760,477 bushels, value
$16,158,491 in June, 1922.
