Old Methods Are Replaced by Wood- 
Distillation Process.

The charcoal pit which dotted the 
wooded spaces a generation ago, and 
which could be traced by the thin film 
of smoke that rose from the smouldering 
wood within, is almost a tiling of the 
past, says the New York Times, 

i There are two general methods of | 
manufacturing charcoal—the charring of j 
hardwood without making any attempt | 
to save the escaping gases, either in 
earth-covered pits or brick kilns, and, 
second, as a product of the wood dis­
tillation Industry. By this method wood 
is charred in ovens or retorts and the 
gases are collected in condensing cham-

In 1899, 27,000 bushels of charcoal 
made by the older method, while the 
distillation product was only 17,150 
bûshels; in 1919, 3,450 bushels were pro­
duced in the old way, and 48,500 bushels 
by the wood-distillation process.
