Stirling, Ont, Aug. 11.—Vigorous
condemnation of the agrarian party and
the Liberal opposition, emphatic pro-
nouncement in favor of the continuance
in force by Canada of its present fiscal
syetem, ana warm praise for the war
and general record of the Union govern-
ment, characterized the Hon. Arthur
Meighen’s speech at Sterling village, West
Hastings county, this afternoon. It was
from first to last a speech militant, the
prime minister having evidently decided
to throw down the gauntlet to all and
sundry opponents in his first pronounce-
ment of the governmental policy since
assuming the mantle of government
leadership. The present administration
in this connection he descirbed as “the
direct »nd. legitimate successor of the

vernment that retired with Sir Robert

orden” out of the union of parties
which formed the Union government, he
declared “has grown the new National
Liberal-Conservative Party—no political
y in the world was ever better born
or better bred. It was born out of the
war and it is national because its care
is the nation.”

Defending the present fiscal system the
prime minister emphasized the need for
its continuwance, both for the mainten-
ance of the industrial life &f the nation
and the provision of necessary revenues.
It was only by making more goods that
could be sold in the United States that
the value of the Canadian dollar could
be maintained on the other side of the
border. In support of this contention
he quoted a member of a western Lib-
eral government as saying: “Put the
platform of the farmers into effect and
you would immediately reduce the value
of the Canadian dollar in the United
States to fifty cents.”

Mr. Meighen commended the tariff
platform on which the Australian gov-
ernment was elected and which declares
for the protection of industries born
during the war, the encouragement of
others that are desirable, and the exten-
sion of existing ones. He quoted the
platform of the Labor Party of the
Commonwealth In its support of ade-
quate protection and declared that the
first people who would suffer by the
adoption of any policy approaching free
trade would be the laboring classes. He
denied that the tariff had been oppres-
sive to the agricultural interests of
Canada. “The tariff never has been
oppressive to agriculture under any gov-
ernment and it never will be so long as
1 have anything to do in determining the
tariff policy of Canada,” the prime min-
ister asserted, and the remark was

ted with wigorous applause. As for
the third party in parliament, no mem-
ber. of thr party had ever taken the
trouble to move the Farmers’ platform
by way of resolution. I have challenged
them to do it, but never a man of them
got up,” he said.

Censures Free Trade Idea.

The prime minister was more in-
clined to censure those, who, he said,
yrofessed to be in favor of a policy of
ree trade for party advantage, than the
people who really believe a cure for all
our ills is to be found in the adoption
of that policy. In a reference, obvisously
aimed at the Liberal opposition in par-
liament, he characterized such advocates
of free trade as humbugs. The trouble
was that in the event of the government
being defeated those who would go the
¢arthest in advocacy of free trade would
be in absolute control of the situation.

Closing his references to the tariff the
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prime minister said that the cabinet
traiff commission which commences its
labors in September will thoroughly in-
quire into the question to determine
what is absolutely necessary to secure
the ends aimed at by the government and
the chief of these are—to get revenue
to carry on the work of government and
to pay our debts; to give Canadian
industries just enough advantage in the
Canadian market as to enable them to
expend and to keep Canadian working-
men in Canada.

In a forceful and eloquent peroration!

If, as time advanced, it appeared that
a more generous allowance was required
for the suffering of the war, the gov-
ernment had not closed the door, and
would not close the door, Mr. Meighen
said.

Transportation.

The transportation problem of Cana-
da, precipitated upon us chiefly by the
failure of the transcontinental and
Grand Trupk Pacific railway projects,
has been grappled with courageously.
Some 28,000 miles is now the property
of the Dominion, perhaps the largest
railway system in the world.

Mr. Meighen proceeded to outline the
policy of the new administration and
of the national Liberal and Conservative
platform. He sketched the conditions of
other nations, dwelling particularly on
the turbulence that disturbed the trade
currents of the world and that had
wrecked the industrial life of many
countries. He referred to recent tariff
changes in Great Britain, Australia,
South ‘Africa, Belgium and France,
showing that all these countries were
looking in the direction of additional
duties on imports, and most of them had
adopted strong protective measures.
Canada seemed the only country where
an agitation for lower tariff had made
the slightest headway.

Mr. Meighen discussed the extent of
tariff duties now levied and showed them
to be the lowest in average for forty
years and lower considerably than had
obtained between 1896 and 1911. He
discussed in particular the duties on
agricultural implements and vigorously
attacked both those who would overturn
the system that had made industrial
Canada what it is and the smaller fac-
tion who would join hands with the
wreckers, but who knew their policy to
be destructive.

We intend to
see that no interests, however, power-
ful get more than those requirements.
We intend to see that no wreckers or
theorists, however enthusiastic, imperil
the well-being of this country by blind-
ly fixing less.”
