FOR THE BOOTLEGGERS

Tacoma, Wash., Dec. 9.—Alaska i3 the
real paradise of bootleggers, and in that
territory there is little evidence that the
eighteenth amendment to the constitu-
tion thas gone into effect, according to a
statement made here by Donald A. Mc-
Donald, federal prohibition director for
Washington and Alaska.
