Baron Von Richtofen Honored 

By British Airmen
London, April 29—Georges Carpen­

tier, the famous European boxing cham­
pion, has been appointed instructor at 
the Ecole Militaire de Joinville-Ie-pont, 
one of the army physical culture and 
gymnasium schools, near Paris.

Carpentier has had a brilliant career 
in the. army ever since the outbreak of 
the war and has distinguished himself 
in every branch of the service in which 
he has served—artillery, infantry, de­
spatch rider and aviation.

For eighteen months he served as a 
flight sergeant and for gallantry and 
daring was twice decorated and men­
tioned in despatches. He came to be re­
garded as one of the most* accomplished 
aviators in France, but a long illness has 
left him unfitted for flying.
