It was captured in 507 by Clovis, leader
of the Franks. A few centuries later it
passed into the possession of England
and was the seat of the court of Edward
the Black Prince. In 1468 the king of
France captured it for his country once
more.

In the present war’s predecessor of for-
ty-four years ago, the French govern-
ment fled to Bordeaux before the advanc-
ing Germans, just as it has done today.
It was in December of 1870 that the Na-
tional Assembly met there. The French
government thus is repeating history this
year several months ahead of schedule.,

The new French capital is next to
Havre, the chief seaport of France, for
though it is situated sixty miles up the

It is the seat of an
archbishop, and the ancient archepiscopal
palace, which for many years has becn
the city hall, will be occupied by Presi-
dent Poincaire and_his cabinet.

Bordeaux’s commercial power rests
chiefly on its wines and its brandy. The
claret, sautern and other Bordeaux wines
are known the world over. Its vineyards
also yield vinegar and dried fruits. Much
of the printed calico¢ used in America
comes from Bordeaux.

ed General Allenby with the cavalry, to

‘ front, and endeavor to take the pressure
'off, About 7.80 in the morning, Gener-
'al Allenby received a message from Sir
i Charles Fergussen, commanding the fifth
| division, saying he was very hard press-
'ed and in urgent need of support. On
Sreceipt of this message, General Allemby
.drew in his cavalry brigade though he
saw a good oppodtunity to paralyze the
further advance of the enemy’s infan-
try, by making a mounted attack on his
flank, He formed up and advanced for
this purpose, but was held up by wire
about 500 yards from his objective and
the Ninth Lancers. and the Eighteenth
Hussars suffered severely in the retire-
ment of the brigade.

moved out to a position south of Qua-
rouble, to support the left flank of the
second corps. With the assistance of
cavalry, Sir Horace Smith Dorrion -was
enabled to effect his retreat to a new
position, although having two corps of
the enemy on his front and one threat-
ening his flank. He suffered great losses
in doing so.

“At night-fall, a position was oceupied
by the second corps to the west of
Vavay, the first corps to the right. j

Effort to Surround British,

“The right was protected by the fort-
ress of Maubeuge, the left by the nine-
teenth brigade in position between Jen-
lain and Bruay, and cavalry on the outer
flank. The French were still retiring
and I had no support except such as was
afforded by the fortress of Meubeuge,
and determined efforts of the enemy to
get around my flank assured me that it
was his intention to hem me against
that place and surround me. ‘

“I felt that not a moment must be
lost in retiring to another position. I
had évery reason to believe that the
enemy’s forces were somewhat exhausted
and I knew that they had suffered heavy
losses, I hoped, therefore, that his pur-
suit would not be too vigorous to pre-
vent me effecting my object. The opera-

difficulty, not only owing to the very
superior forces in my front, but also the
exhaustion of the troops.

“The retirement was recommenced in
the early morning of the 25th to a posi-
tion in the neighborhood of Lecateau and
the rear guard were ordered to be clear
of Maubeuge and Bavay by 580 a. m.
Two cavalry brigades, with the division-
al cavalry of the second corps, covered
the movement of the second corps and
the remainder of the cavalry division
with the nineteenth brigade, the whole
under command of General Allenby,,
covered the west flank.

“The fourth division commenced its
detrainment at Lecateau on Sunday, the
28rd, and by the morning of the 25th,
eleven battalions and a brigade of artil-
lery, with the divisional staff, were
available for service. I ordered General
Snow to move out to take up a position
with his right south of Solesmes, his left
resting on the Cambrai-Le-Cateau road
south of La Chapriz. In this position
the division rendered great help to the
effective retirement of the second and
first corps to new positions.

“Although the troops had been order-
ed to occupy the Cambrai-Le-Cateau-
Landreceis position and ground had,
during the- 25th, been partially prepared
and entrenched, I had grave doubts, ow-
ing to information I had received as to
the accumulating strength of the enemy
against me, as to the wisdom of stand-
ing there to fight. \ :
