Victories for Italians Reported

Tripoli, Dec. 3—(Delayed in transmis-
sicn)—Two battles were fought yesterday
in the suburbs of Benghazi and Derna re-
spectively, both resulted in victories for
the Italians. The Turks showed both cour-
age and daring. Only the Ttalian artillery
prevented the battles ending at best in-
decisively.

The total loss of the Italians was 100
killed and wounded in both combats. At
Benghazi the Turks and Arabs lost 400
killed, while at Derna there were 800 killed
and wounded.
