COLD BOTATOES/

Cold potatoes may'be used in numer-
ous ways, says the Ladies Home Journal
They be fried, - tossed or sauted; al-
though. boiled  potatoes should never be
re-heated and served again ‘as boiled, for
in that guise they have a wvery peculiar
warmed-up flavor which would “tell the
tale at once. hen rubbed through a
sieve cold potatoe, are useful for mak-
ing fish cakes, croguettes -or eold meat
pies. Sliced cold potatoes ‘make an. ex:
cellent salad if properly and liberally sea-
soned with salad dressing.
