Parts in St. John.

According to an announcement by
the New Brunswick Power Company,
the decision as to whether new street
cars will be brought here, ready for
use, or will be built at the company’s
works in St. John depends on the esti-
mates from outside points as to cost.

Already figures have been compiled
by the company’s officials as to cost of
building in St. John, but until these
bave been compared with the costs of
outside firms a decision will not be
arrived at. That the company can
build the cars here and will do 8o if
ihe difference in cost is not too great
is about as much as can be eaid for
the present.

M. A. Pooler, general manager, sald
today that he hopes to be able to build
them here and thus keep the money
at home as well as establishing what
would be a new industry in the city.
Headway has, already, been made at
the local car shops in manufacturing
car -parts which, heretofore, had been
purchased from outside.

The company is engaged in the entire
rebuilding of its present cars and a
budding industry has made much head-
way. Thirteen have now been re-made,
from the trucks up. Among the im-
provements are the slat seats, in place
of the rattan, a greater medium for
cleanliness. It is proposed to change
all the seat$ to run lengthwise in addi-
tion to which improvements have been
made to the platforms and the driver’s
position protected so as to give him
every freedom for operating the cars.
A change in the color scheme, the
painting of the cars, is also going into
effect, the green body being set off witn
cregam trimmings.

‘Fhe days of flat wheels in St. John
said a-company official, have passed
In ‘place of the old type of cast-chilled
wheels the cold rolled steel wheel has
been installed. The benefit of this
change is, greater wear and a great
increase in the comfort of riding. Bet-
ter’ventilation, new Interior furnishing,
more space for the passenge:s getting
on and off the cars, together with
greater comfort, are features of the im-
proved cars turned out from the local
works.
