A FOOLISH COMPLAINT.

The following editorial paragraph ap-
pears in the Telegraph of this morning:—

The dominion franchise act costs the
country some $3I a year. One year
it cost $424,000. But taking the smaller
figure and New Brunswick’s Bhare of the
cost would be above $20,000 a year.
effect of it i8 to prevent some thousands,
mostly young men, from voting, who
would have a vote if the provincial list.
were used, as they were before the domi-
nion act was passed. Under Tory rule
these citizens pay burdensome taxes, not
only without representation, but to ex-
clude themselvesfrom being represented !

It is very surprising to find a paper
which professes to have some regard for
its reputation, giving utterance to such
opinions as the above. The impression
which the words used would convey to a
reader who had no other ameansd of ar-
riving at the facts would be that before
the Dominion law came into operation
we had a very liberal provincial fran-
chise, and that thousands of young men
who had votes under our provincial law
were prevented from voting under the
Dominion act. This we say is the im-
pression which any man would gather
from the paragraph we have quoted.
‘Would such a view of the matter be a
troe one? Our readers know that so far
from being & true statement of the case it
iz utterly false. In this Province the Do-
minion act, under which an election was
first held in 1887, instead of reducing the
number of voters as the Telegraph seeks
to make its readers believe, greatly in-
creased them. Under it the St. John city
vote increased from 4,100 to 5,632, and
the county list from 7,710t010,029. That

the increase was not much
greater was no! the fault of the
law, but of the people themselves

many of whom neglected to have their
names placed on the list. These people
had been so long accustomed to the old
restricted franchigse under which they
were taxed but not allowed to vote, that
it was difficult to make many of them be-
lieve that under the Dominion Act
this right had been granted to them.
The revision of last year has added about
2,000 ta the St. John county vote so that
there is now little difference between
the Dominion list and the Provincial
under the act of last year, which
came as a tardy gift to the
young men of this province. If the
Telegraph was 8o anxious that no man
in New Brunswick should be taxed with-
out representation why did it sit silent
all these years while the young men of
this province were disfranchised. The
Telegraph was a supporter of the King
government and of the Fraser govern-
ment from 1872 down to 1882 and of the
Blair government since the present At-
torney General took office, yet so far as
we remember it never evinced any
anxiety to have the franchise enlarged,
although it well knew that our franchise,
especially as applied to the city of St.
John was a rank absurdity, ntterly in-
capable of being defended and that it
was the means of disfranchising thons-
ands of our most active and meritorious
citizens. The Dominion franchise uct
came as aseasonable relief to these peo-
ple and gave them at all events a voice
in Dominion affairs. More than this it
shamed the provincial government into
action, for we greatly doubt whether
any change in our Provincial franchise
would have been attempted to this day
if it had not been for the passing of the
Dominion Act.

THE FRENCH QUESTION.

Last evening Mr. Beausoleil’s amend-
ment to Dalton McCarthy’s dual language
bill was defeated by a vote of 117 to 63.
This amendment was as follows: —

Resolved that the official use of the
French and English languages in the
Legislature and the Conrts of the North
West Territories was established by this
Parliament in the well understood nter-
ests of the people of the said Territories,
in order to promote the good understand-
ing and the harmony which should exist
between the different races, and with a
view, by a liberal policy to promote the

lonization and settl of these vast
domaging :—

' That nothing has happened since to
justify the withdrawal of the privileges
granted only a few years ago:—

That the result of the proposed legisla-
tion would be to create uneasiness and
discontent throughout the Duminion and
to put in doubt the stability of our insti-
tutions, and thereby to hinder and delay
for a long time the development of the
immense resources of the Canadian
North West.

All the French members present in the
House when the vote was taken, with the
exception of Hon. Mr. Chapleau, voted
for the above resolutisn. The minority
was made up of 9 Protestants and 54
Catholics, six of the former being Liber-
als and three Conservatives. The weak
point in Mr. Beausoleil’s amendment was
his declaration that the continued use of
the French language in the North West
Territories was necessary to the stability
of our institutions, a propoesition which the
majority of our people are by no means
prepared to accept. When the official
use of the French language was estab-
lished ‘by act of parliament in the
NorthjWest the French-speaking people
formed a full half of the population, and
it was thought they would increase, but
the latter expectation has not been real-
ized. At the census of the territories
which was taken in 1885, the population
was found to be 48,362, of whom about
22,000 were Indians. Of the Whites very
few were of French origin or spoke
the French -language. Since then
there has been no French immigraticn
into the Territories, and the proportion
of French speaking people to the whole
ropulation has greatly diminished. This
of itself is a sufficient reason for the
change contemplated, seeing that the

attempt to colonize the Territories with
French from Quebec has proved a com-
plete failure.

The amendment moved by Sir John
Thompson, which will be found else-
where in our columns, while holding to
the old covenants with regard to the
use of the French language in Quebec,
declares that it is not inconsistent with
these covenants that the Legislative
Assembly of the Northwest Territories,
after the uext election, should regulate
the ptroceedings of the Assembly and
the manner of recerding and publishing
such proceedings., Thig is simply Mr.
Davin’s motion in another form and cer-

- ot be objected to, by any reas-
onable person, for it leu\'e!ﬂge power to
regulate the dual language Question
with the people of the Northwest, to
whom it properly belongs.

THE EXTRADITION TREATY.

The Senate yesterday ratified the Ex-
tradition Treaty with some nmimportant
amendments. The amendments are
understood to be in the paragraph relat-
ing to obtaining money under false pre-
tences, and are probably intended to pre-
vent cases of debt being treated as if they
were cases of larceny. The changes will
not be objected to “if they make more
clear than the draft of the treaty did the
distinction between civil and criminal
cases. When so much caré has been taken
toexclude political offen of all kinds
from the operation of the laws it would
be absurdly wrong to allow a vifidictive
creditor to treat an absconding tor as
a criminal and imprison him for his fail-
ure to pay the liabilities he had incur-
red. The treaty is a great improvement
on the existing treaty and will probably
be found to cover all cases proper for ex-
tradition. It will not apply to
cases prior to its ratification, nor will
it be lawful for a person sur-
rendered for one offence to be tried for
another. This i¢ a concession of the
principle so much insisted on by the
British government and so stoutly re-
sisted by the United States. We trust
that the Treaty will come into operation
without delay in order that Canada may
cease to L9 a place of, refuge. for Ameri-
can rascals.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

It is reported from Montreal that an
agreement has been arrived at between
the Minister of Finance and the bankers,
that the notes of chartered banks shall
be accepted by each other in any part of
Canada as currency, and that a clause to
that eff=ct will be embodied in the gov-
ernment’s bill. Thisannouncement may
be correct, but it is probably premature.
We are disposed to think that the Min-
ister of Finance will not so readily yield
to the pressure of the bankers.

made by Sir Edward Clarke, Q. C.,solici-
tor-general, characterizing the London
eounty council as a “body of fools,” is
calculated to seriously Jurt the govern-
ment in the coming election in St. Pan-
cras, at which a number of councillors
are to be elected.

[From the Bangor Commercial]

There are now about 800,000 tons of
ice in the Kennebec ice-houses, besides
about 100,000 tons of old ice, Thisis
perhaps one-half or nore of the entire
product that will be housed. A larger
amount than ever before will be stacked,
probably not less than 150,000 tons on the
river.

The  Knickerbocker company, of
Philadelphia,are the heaviest on the river.
At leeboro they worked all night running
in the ice. Sales of ice are reported at
$2.25 per ton. Freight rates are from
$1.25 to $1.40 per ton to New York and
Southern ports. Vessels are scarce for
shipment along the coast.

Offers for ice at $3,50 are now being re-
fused by the Bangor operators and one of
the most conservative of them saye that
he firmly believes that it will strike $5.00
per ton before the seasoan is over. A num-
ber of the concerns have sold enough at
$3,00 to cover their geason’s expenses and
all they make above that sum is clear
profit, L. J. Morse, F. H. Clergue and
others are to put a great stack of ice on
the Maine Central wharf to make about
6000 tons. Other concerns are getting
their stacks about ready to commence
harvesting. The warm weather of yester-
day and today has been a tough one on
the operators and it is said thut one firm
Jast evening was obliged to guy its field
for so much had been cut below it thatit
was feared the rain would take it out.
There are many buyers from away in the
city and if reports from the Kennebec
are true they sre offering more for ice
here than at Augusta: Men are now
commencing to talk about cutting ice
above the Water Works’ dam and bring-
ing down to tide water on the cars and

stacking it.

This was his first knowl-
edge that he had of the factthat the
French language was permissable in the
terriories, and it was in this very cham-
ber at that time that he had gathered a
number ef his friends about him and had
announced his intention of doing his
utmost to have removed from the North-
west act what he did not hesitate to say
had been surreptitiously introduced into
it, he believed, with the connivance of
the member for Bothwell. He denied that
there had been an‘)]' connivance with the
first minister on the subject. He had
carefully avoided consulting him on the
subject, knowing that as leader ofa party
he would not coun the mov
but lie was not ashamed to state }ere
that on general subjects he was still a
supporter of his old friend the right hon-
orable leader of the house.
