WOODSTOCK, N. B., Oct. 22—There 

was a large attendance at the liberal 
meeting in the Opera House last even­
ing and the ministers, Sir Frederick 
Borden and Mr. Emmerson, met with 
a hearty reception from4 ^helr political 
friends, who cheered constantly and 
indiscriminately.

Sir Fred. Borden was somewhat 
facetious at the expense of his poli­
tical opponents. He made the amaz­
ing statement that the country had 
not developed between 1878 and 1890, 
and that if it was true, which he de­
nied, that the liberals adopted the Con­
servative policy, they should be- con­
tinued In power, for they knew how to 
make the policy work, which evidently 
the founders of it did hot. As to Lord 
Dundonald, he said that because he 
was a Scotch earl, he thought he could 
run the militia of Canada, including 
the government, but the minister said: 
“The minister of militia (myself) and 
my colleagues determined that we 
should run the government, the mili­
tia department included.”

Mr. Emmerson spoke at considerable 
length on the railway policy of the 
government and said if the central 
route was not practicable, the line 
would go down the St. John valley 
route.

state that as soon as he is formally 
free from the chief commlssionship he 
will take the stump against the gov­
ernment. Whether he will visit the 
West or Quebec and the Maritime Prov­
inces has not yet been determined.

If he does this, the majorities which 
the Conservatives are now confidently 
figuring on will have to be altered, as 
the effect of such a campaign would be 
to give an increased impetus to the 
storm of disapproval which is now fill­
ing the Grits with panic.

In the betting on the general result 
the odds during the past week have de­
clined from 2 to 1 to even money with 
Liberal money very scarce. It is re­
ported that next week a syndicate will 
put out $50,000 to bet on the Conserv­
atives at odds of 5 to 4.
