NEW YORK, Dec. 27—Charles 

Yerkes, street railway financier a 
constructor of the London Under­
ground Railway, was so close to his 
death last night, Just before midnight, 
that a consultation of physicians was 
hurriedly called at his bedside and the 
members of his famTIy gathered in his 
rooms in the Waldorf-Astoria, says 
today’s Herald.

Mr. Yerkes has been ill for several 
weeks, and two days ago his illness 
took a turn, very much for the worse. 
His disease which is very painful be­
gan to attack the heart. The patient 
failed rapidly and last night became 
unconscious.

Dr. H. P. Loomis was called and 
other physicians joined him in confer­
ence. Their efforts proved successful in 
staying the progress of the disease for 
a time and about midnight Mr. Yerkes 
rallied. The physicians agreed that he 
probably would survive for another 
day but did not think he would live 
more than two days.

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SOUTH ROYALTON, Vt., Dec. 27,— 
Several persons were injured here to­
day in a head-on collision on the Cen­
tral Vermont railroad between a local 
express bound from Boston and a south 
bound freight train. Several cars load­
ed with coal were forced from the rails 
in the collision and wrecked, and all 
traffic over the road was suspended for 
several hours. The injured Include 
John Gaham, of St. Albans, Vt., ex­
press messenger, and A. B. Vqodry, of 
Somerville, in charge of the mail in 
the postal car. The express train was 
to pass the frêight on a siding at this 
station. When the express appeared 
a way freight was on the siding and 
the express engineer mistook it for the 
regular south bound train. He con­
tinued northward, and several hundred 
yards north of the South Royalton 
station crashed into the down freight.

The engineers and firemen of both lo­
comotives saved their lives by jump­
ing. Many passengers were shaken up, 
but none were badly injured.
