CANTON, Saturday. — From the
headquarters of the Self-Government
and National Disgrace Societies, here
in the capital of China’s great southern
province, a secret fiat has gone forth
that the anti-Japanese boycott, which,
under the auspices of these societies,
is rapidly spreading throughout the
empire, shall not be reconsidered un-
til the loss to Japanese comerce
reaches the stupendous total of $300,-
000,000, Mexican. It may be only a co-
incidence, but this sum represents ten
thousand dollars for every dollar the
Kwank-Tung government was compell-
ed to pay the Japanese owners of the
steamship Tatsu Maru for the arms
and amunition upon that vessel, whose
seizure and subsequent release upon
Japan’s demand form the basis of the
boycott movement.

So far as the membership of these
scéieties is concerned there is mo ques-
tion of the sincerity of the boycott.
Whether they will succeed in their
systematic campaign to involve all
China may be still an open question.
But the prcmoters have no doubt of
success.

there can be no question. Here in Can-
ton one hundred and fifty-seven deal-
ers in Japanese products have volun-
tarily signed an agreément in no ¢ir-
cumstances to sell such goods. Many
instances are reported of merchants
adestroying the Japanese wares in
their stock.

From Wu Chow comes the report that
a Japanese coal ship is unable to un-
load on account of the refisal of the
coolies to handle her cargo. The mer-
chants of Canton, Hong Xong and
other points have served notice on
their corerspondents not to ship in
Japanese bottoms. Even the women
are taking a hand, several meetings
having been held by ladies in Canton,
wlo pledged themselves not to pur-
chase anything in Japanese.

That the fire started in Canton is
rapidly spreading to all parts of China
seems certain from the reports reach-
ing the Self-Government Society head-
quarters here.

There is evi-
dence of a desire on the part of Jap-
anese officialdom to provoke such acts,
Within the last few days an unusually
large number of Japanese pedlers have
appeared upon the Canton streets with
Japanese wares. The activities of these
Tr.en are believed to be inspired by To-
kio, in the hope of precipitating con-
flicts that will give Japan an excuse
for forcing the Chinese government to
resort to the head chopping methods so
efficacious in suppressing popular move-
ments in ihe past or to furnish some
sort of warrant for Jaran itself taking
a hand.

GOVERNMENT NOT LIKELY TO
INTERFERE.

“The Chinese feel that the Japanese
have done us a very grave injustics,
and inasmuch as the government was
too weak to prevent it or to retaliate,
we are determined to perform our own
patriotic duty toward the country.

“The feeling of patriotism among the
people is genuine. China has been giv-
en a slap in the face by Japan, and the
Chinese are quick to resent such an in-
sult. When Japan by main force com-
pelled China to recede from her right-
eous: position regarding the Tatsu
Maru she did an exceedingly bad day’s
work, as she will learn to her cost,

NO EXCUSE FOR INTERFERENCE.

“Our plans are carefully laid to avoid
friction with the government. We be-
lieve the officials will be unable to find
an excuse for interference, even if they
so desire, which they do not, being at
heart sympathetic.”

Officialdom naturally frowns upon
the boycott and deprecates any ten-
dency to criticise the Wai Wu Pu
(Foreign Board) for receding before
the Japanese demands.

Although legally res adjudicata, the
Tatsu Maru case looms very large and
is almost the sole topie of diseussion
where the Chinese foregather. All
China believes that the Kwang-Tung
province authorities were absolutely
correct in every phase of the Tatsu
Maru’s seizure, and that the denial of
China’s right to hold the ship pending
a full investigation was a severe blow
to China’s sovereignity.

His Excellency Chang Jen Chin,
Viceroy of the Two Kwangs, accorded
me an interview at his Yamen, where
there was also present the Taotai, Wen
Tsung Yao, his Secretary for Foreign

- Affairs.

“I have urged the people to abstain i
from the boycott,” said Viceroy Chang.
“J do not believe it will assume great
proportions here. However, it must be
acknowledged that the people, particu-
larly in the interior, are greatly stirred
in their resentment over the hostile
spirit manifested by aJpan in the Tatsu
Maru matter. There is no tendency to
criticise the Wai Wu Pu. While every
foreigner cognizant of the facts, as
well as cvery Chinaman, is convinced
that we were right in detaining the
ship for a full investigation, it is re-
cognized that in view of the many
other serious issues with Japan facing
the Pekin government the Wai Wu Pu
deemed it wise to give way, though
unwillingly, in this matter. The people
hold Japan responsible.

“Regarding the merits of the seizure
I have this to say:—I am doing every-
thing possible to break up the smug-
gling of arms into China. The British
government at Hong Kong is c0-0per-
ating sincerely. Many seizures have
been made by our naval authorities,
with the co-operation of the Maritime
Customs officials, many of whom are
British, Americans and other foreign-
ers.

AMERICAN LOST HIS LIFE.

“In the capture of the Tatsu Maru
five of these foreign customs officials
were present as withesses, one of them,
Captain Knight, an American, losing
his life, I am sorry to say, as the re-
sult of exposure.

«Running arms into China is a crime
against civilization, since the smuggled
guns reach not only the revolutionar-
ies, but bandits and pirates. So long as t
they are without arms the bandits, pi- |
rates and rebels are powerless and
peace prevails. To deny the right to
China to investigate a ship caught red-

gd to take advantage of the opportun-

, joint investigation, with the Japanese

China pro-
posed arbitration, but this too was
refused.

“In the existing treaty of commerce
and navigation, Japan accords the full
right to seize any of her ships engaged
in the clandestine trade. Tatsu Maru
was detained upon that charge. Japan,
perhaps fearing disclosures con-
cerning gun running, refused to per-
mit a public investigation or arbitra-
tion, her only right being might.

“That is the whole ease.”

In the statements given to the world
Japan has sought to create the impres-
sion that the point of seizure was not
in Chinese but in Portuguese waters.
I called upon Admiral Li Chun, com~
mandant of the Kwang-Tung fleet, at
the Admiralty.

CHINESE ADMIRAL'S VIEWS.

“Any such claim is absolutely worth-
less,” said the Admiral. ‘‘The Tatsu
Maru's position, as shown by the reck-
onings on her own chart, was a mile
and a half outside of the courtesy lim-
its of Macao as recognized by the Chis
nese government and maritime cus-
ioms. Macao is a mere rented conces-
sion and has no territorial waters. The
Tatsu Maru was running under chart~
er from Japanese ports to Hong Kong.

“Instead of running into Hong Kons,
she went near Macao for the acknow-
ledged purpose of making a clandestine
iranshipment of arms. She was with-
out the customs permit or arms permit
required by the law. The ship was de-
tained with a view to a full investi-
gation into all the facts and was pro-
perly detained despite the outcome of
the CGase. Any other ship, no matter
what flag, found engaged in the same
practice in the same place tomorrow
would be similarly seized.”

Captain Woo is a Yale man and an
able and experienced officer.

“The Tatsu Maru’s flag,” said, he,
“was lowered and the Chinese flag
raised solely to avoid possible serious
international complications. The flag
was not lowered until late in the after-
noon of the second day after the seiz»
ure, when Portuguese gunboats, spur-
red, doubtless by parties implicated in
the gun running, threatened to open
fire, although knowing well that we
were in Chinese waters. To avoid the
possibility of invelving Japan and to
show that we assumed full responsi-
bility the Chinese flag was hoisted. It
remained up only an hour and a half.

JAPANESE ARE DEEPLY CON-
CERNED.

The Japanese consular officials ond
merchants are deeply concerned over
the hoycott, but put on a bold face, de-
claring that their most important im-
port into this province has so far been
unaffected. This is true, since coal, the
leading item and that imported by the
Mitsui Bussan Kaisha, is delivered on
contracts made before the Tatsu Maru
seizure. But other Japanese important
marine produects, tobacco, matches and
sundries, have become a drug on the
market, while competitors are rapidly
securing a hold on Japan’s former
customers.

An important feature of the boycott
movement is the development of the
protection feeling—that China should
manufacture much that she has been
purchasing from Japan.A notable phase
of this devolopment is the orgahization
of Chinese capitalists for the develop-
ment of the coal fields of Fan Lo King
region, where it has been demonstrated
a superior quality of coal is obtainable,

The suggestion in the Japanese press
that Germans and Americans have in-
spired the boycott is wholly unwar-
ranted. The Germans may. benefit by
the boycott of Japanese sundries with
which they compete, but the American
trade does not compete with the Ja-
panese in the slightest degree. The
boycott is solely China’s own doing,
and if it has anything like the vitality
at present indicated,Japan’s trade with
China, which is a most important fac-
tor of her exports, and is the very cor-
nerstone of her commercial structure,
will be seriously damaged, if not ut-
terly destroyed.

LONDON, April 11.—“The Greek Ro-
man Book,” thel908 volume of which is
just published is the Burke of the dra-
matic profession.

It is as full of the information which
the actor loves as an eggis of meat,
and it is not without a zest for those
who only know the stage from the
front of the house.

Apart from the biographies, the por-
%raits, the year’s playbills of London,
the grovinces, and New York, and the
hundred and one other things which
are of interest and use to the dramatic
art'st and student, it contains such
tidbits ‘for a curlous putlic as the num-
ber of times the king went to theatre
(it was twenty-six last year, including
twelve visits to the opera), what popu-
lar actors and actresses were married,
and to whom, and how much they left
behind them when they died.

FOOTLIGHT FAMILIES.

A fascinating section of the book is
the “Footlight Families,” a history in
brief of heredity on the stage. One
learns from it that there has’been a
Kemble on the stage from the days of
Roger, the founder of the family, who
began his acting when the Young Pre-
tender had his eyes on the throne, un-
til the present day. The male line died
cut in Henry Kemble last November,
but in the female line the daughters of
Frank Kemble Cooper still carry on the
family traditions.,

Mrs. Kendal traces her dramatic
pedigree back to the early eighteen cen-
tury, and she has sons and daughters
treading the boards today.

Within a few days the popular de-
mand for reprisals against Japan has
reached Hankow and Shanghai, and a
general boycott of Japanese goods was
started in both these cities. The Vice-
roy of Canton resigned to show his
sympathy with the popular fecling.

The boycott spread even to the Chin-
esc in Australia. At a meecting held in
Sydney on March 27 it was decided to
patronize a new line of steamships
which is being formed in Canton for
trading between China, Australia and
the United States, in order to strike a
blow at the Japanese lines.

WASHINGTON, April 10.—The Naval
Appropriation Bill,authorizing the con-~
struction of two, instead of four battle-
ships, and eight, instead of four, sube=
marine torpedo boats, and carrying a
total appropriation of: $103,967,518 for
the navl service for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1909, was reported to
the House today by Chairman Foss,
of the committee on naval affairs.

The total appropriation recommend-
ed is $22,518,831 less than the aggregate
estimates submitted by the department,
and $3,663,916 more than the amount
appropriated for the fiscal year end-
ing June 30, 1908. . :

The report shows that the naval con-
struetion programmes of the several
foreign powers contemplate the expen-=
diture of the following amounts for
vessels as indicated, during the coming
fiscal year:

Empress Au-
gusta Victoria and other members Of
the royal family interested themselves
in the search for the girl and the Ger-
man Consular Service was appealed to
to conduct the search. Failing in the
mission the case was turned over to
the Immigration Department and the
girl was finally Jocated in Nueces coun-
ty, on Von Barten’s ranch and the
identity of the couple revealed.

The facts were reported to a Berlin
society which it appears is fostered by
the Empress and SO pleased was she
with the favorable report, she sent a
personal message of thanks to Inspec-
tor Holman for his efforts. The couple
will not return to Germany, where the
bride is heir to an estate.
