In Springhill General Manager Cow-
ans had ‘a four hours’ conference with
a committee of Pioneer Lodge of the
P. W. A., the final result of which
wasg that he ‘agreed to pay thé men
the twelve per cent. advance demand-
ed. This latest increase makes a total
of 22 per cent. within foar months,
the Springhill men having previously
received an advance of ten per cent.
One thousand men in Springhill will
benefit in the change, and more than
that number in Pictou will get . the
increase. The extreme scarcity of coal
and the very keen demand for it, was
what so quickly brought the manag-
ers to acquiescence in the men’s
terms. The Cape Breton miners ‘did
not participate in the strike, and on
the face of it, they are not partici-
pants in the advance now given else-
where. ‘The Pictou and Springhill
men blame their Cape Breton con- .
frered for breach of faith, which they
attribute to a foreign-element /that is
creeping’ into the ranks of th work-
men there. They call it a sunder-
standing; but at the same time they
say they believe that there was Some
ecret ‘compromise between the THan-
agers and men in Capé Breton, ‘at ‘any
rate the coal miners of the mainland
are distimetly on the top as a result of
the agitation. 3
