Hon. Arthur Meighen opposed Mr. 

Fielding’s views. He declared that, 
while both of the candidates, prior to 
the election in the Yukon had at some 
time supported conscription, yet one of 
them supported it in principle and 
practice and took the only course that 
would have realised in its enforcement. 
The other, he said, while he may have 
supported It, was nevertheless endors­
ed by the leader of the antl-conscrip- 
tlonlst party.

A by-election in the Yukon, said Mr. 
Meighen, would mean an appeal to only 
four-fifths of the electors. A full vote 
could hardly be obtained.

Hon. W. 8. Fielding—"Why not?"
Mr. Meighen maintained that It 

would be an exceedingly difficult task 
to secure from the great number of 
men overseas, those qualified to vote 
In the Yukon.

Robert Bottfen expressed the view that 
the amendment moved by Mr. Richard­
son went farther than was desired at 
the present time. Under the amend­
ment as it was at first proposed, it 
would have prevented recognition by 
the crown of the services of men in 
the naval and military forces. It 
would have created an Invidious dis­
tinction between men serving from dif­
ferent portions*of the Empire.

Sir Robert suggested that the order- 
ln-council read when titles were last 
discussed In the house went about as 
far as it would be wise to go 
further consideration. He then moved 
a sub-amendment, which would have 
the effect of making the address to the 
King read:

"That your Majesty hereafter may 
be graciously pleased to refrain from 
conferring any titles upon your sub­
jects domiciled or living in Canada, 

‘ except in accordance with the princi­
ples enunciated in the ordeMn-council 
approved on March 29th, 1918, and laid 
on the Able of this house on May 21st, 
1918.”

All Over Empire.

Considerations had been given, Sir 
Robert went on, not only to Canada, 
but to all parts of the Empire. Re­
quests had been received that the 
whole subject might be considered dur­
ing the conference this summer in the 
United Kingdom, and Sir Robert 
thought no public Interest .vould suffer 
in holding the matter over.

If the amendment were passed in the 
form proposed it would have the effect 
of preventing 
crown or any o 
from being appointed to His Majesty’s 
Imperial Council, because appointment 
to that council carried with it the des­
ignation "Rt. Honorable.” He thought 
that anr*further consideration might 
well be laid over until after consulta­
tion with the Imperial authorities.

Mr. Devlin said that 15,000 soldiers’ 
votés had been cast aside, apart from 
the Yukon. Would it be said that this 
was disfranchising the soldiers be­
cause the votes were illegally cast and 
that soldiers’ votes should be counted 
whether cast legally or illegally?

Mr. Devlin moved that the report of 
the general returning officer be refer­
red to the supreme court for adjudica­
tion and decision, and that the decision 
of the supreme court be referred to tbe

Mr. Guthrie, in reply to Mr. Devlin, 
said that there waà a good deal of 
force in the contention raised b -fore 
the committee that the candidates 
were debarred from taking an appeal 
in the courts. He announced that a 
bill would be introduced and passed 
before prorogation which would give 
the right to appeal to the courts for a 
Period within forty days after the gen­
eral returning officer makes his declar 
ation. The bill would provide for the 
counting of the soldiers’ vote no mat­
ter when they were polled.

In reply to a question by Mr. Field­
ing, the solicitor-general explained that 
the bill would apply to the Yukon elec 
tloq only.
