Rome, Sunday, April 27-—(By
the Associated .Press)-+Further
details of the meeting "held in
Fiume today show that the Na-
tional Council of the Adriatic City
notified Premier Orlando that all
the political powers, state and
municipal, had been placed in the
bands of General Graziola, who
was asked to  exercise supreme
authority in the name of King
Vietor Emmanuel.

It was stated that by this action
Fiume intended, officially, to weld
ths annexation to Italy. J

Paris, April 29.—It has ben virtually
decided that the first meeting of the
League of Nations shall be held in
‘Washington next October. Plans are
being forwarded for the holding of
“this mestmg, the herthg " to
be in the White Hogse under the
presidency of President Wilson,

At yesterday’s plenary session of
the Peace Conference Mr. Wilson
moveq for the appointment of a com-
mittee of mine members to arrange
for the inauguration of the League,
‘and this committee will begin its work
tomorrow. Its task will include the
formation of permanent plang for the
work of the League at Geneva, and
for an inaugural meeting in Washing-
ton. Meanwhilo Lord Robert Cecil
and other representative men of var
fous nations have discussed the hold-
ing of the meeting in Washington,
and found general approval of it
among the delegates, so that it has
virtually been settled upon,

Admitting that the world situation
at the present time is grave, and for
Italy “very grave,” and that it was
the duty of Italy *“to preserve the
greatest calm and serenity,” the
Italian premier today delivered his
expected address to the Chamber of
Deputies concerning the Peace Con-
ference at Paris,

It was learned that Premier Orlando
in his address dn the Chamber of
Deputies admitted that he received
on April 14 the American memoran-
dum dealing with the Adriatic ques-
tion, and added that until that time
he had always been assured that the
American delegation had not reached
any definite conclusion regarding
Ttaly. Premier Orlando also said that
Ttaly believed that her claims were
founded on such high reasons for
ustice and right, that any internation-
al treaty or agreement should be set

aside so that they might be accepted.|.

Bill is-the Absolute Right
Herself What Her Future

Speech by Minister of Immi-

gration, Hon. J, A. Calder—Underlying Principle of the

Ottawa, April 29.—What can be fair-
ly described as the most important
measure of the session—the new im-
migration act—was moved for second
reading by Hon. J. A. Calder, Minis-
ter of Immigration and Colonization,
today, in a well dellvered, thought-
provoking speech. Mr. Calder .d:h
scribed, as the underlying principle
of the bill, the absolute right of Cana-
da to determine for herself what her
future citizenship should be. She
should protect her citizenship, and not
attempt to absorb more than she could
assimilate. This the government pro-
| posed to do by means of this bill. The
| issue of the two partles on this ques-
| tion is apparently to be as clear cui
i as it was on the problem of govern-
| ment ownership. S Ww. Jacobs,
| Jacques Cartier, who was the main
| spokesman for the opposition, declar-
! ed himself in favor of the open door.
i and unalterably antagonistic to the
| restrictive provisions of the new mea-
sure, particularly as they applied to
alien enemies and the barring of il-
literates, He saw no particular need

for the bill. The only reason it h‘ud
heen introduced, apparently, was for

the purpose of barring alien enemies.
To exclude them, ne maintained, was
and contrary to inter-
national law. Al Caide: ed that
the immigraticn question was how to
pick and choose cut immigrun‘rs. and
how to avoid their over-crowding the
cities. ‘This was, essentially, an agri-
culturdl country, asd - immigration
should, as far as possible, be direotl-
ed to the rural districts rather than
the urban centres:. In the past too
much attention had been pald to erect-
ing tall chimneys ?ndmmat enough to
ettin ople on the land.

" Mr.g(‘,p.aidgr frankly admitted that
our pre-war immigration policy had
been full of mistakes. We had had a
wide open door for the world, and we
did nothing to make loyal Canadian
citizens out of the foreigners we had
dumped on Canadian shores. “Our
policy can only be described as a ira-
gedy,” declared the minister. “We
have done nothing wo familiarize im-
migrants with our laws. We have done
nothing to Canadianize them. We
have let them drift.”

Mr. Calder discussed, at some
length, the vexed problem of Orientai
immigration. The bl itself fsuntmns
no provisions dealing with Asiatic im-
migration, but the minister invited the
views of the House. He sald that the
Japanese government had painstak-
ingly lived up to the agreemen} re-
stricting the number of their citizens
who may annually enter Canada, and

WITHDRAWAL FROM CONGRESS

Orlando Believes'it Better to
Gathering at Versailles as

Stay Away from the Peace
He Would Not Feel Justified

in Signing the Treaty Under Existing Conditions.

Paris, April 29.—(By the Assoclated
Press)—Ambassador Page telegraph-
ed from Rome today that he had
gathered from Premier Orlando in a
lofg conference, Monday, that the
Premier did not intend to return to
Patis for the signing of the peaca
treaty. The Premier expressed regret
thal the time was so shert befare the
arrival of the Germans.

This was only one of the disturbing
complications presented by the Italian
sltuition as th time approaches for
the Welivery of the peace treaty to the
Germans.

“The Italian Premier, the telegram
from Ambassador .Page added, felt
tIat his action eith ¥ way would have
serious consequencis, but it was pre-
ferable to have trouble from without
 Italy rather from within Italy, be-

cause the present state of public
feeling in Italy would not justify the
signing of a treaty which did not in-
clude Italian aspirations.

Ambassador Page said he had tak-
en steps to have the Italian authori-
ties suppress manifestations directed
against President Wilson. As a re-
sult one of the principal demonstra-
tions in Rome was .given up.

Should Premier Orlando not return
for the signing of the treaty, it
would give the situation a more ser-
fous aspect tham the departure of the
Itadian delegation as the Allles would
be required to take final action with-
out the participation of Italy. While
there is every desire to avold. this
result, the indications are that the
Allies will proceed with the signing
it Italy decides to withhold participa-
tion.

The minister dealt briefly with the
vexed problem of the Hutterites.

Mr. Jacobs,, of
Jacques Cartier, expressed absoltue
hostility to the bill, both in its prin-
ciple and main provisions, He 'was
opposed to barring iltiterates, and op-
posed to keeping out alien enemies,
something which he declared to be
contrary, in highopinion, to interna-
tional law

Mr. Jacobs was severely rebuked by
Mr. Donald Sutherland, who, indig-
nantly peinting to the record of Ger-
many and Austria in the war, asken
how any Joyal Canadian could be so
readily prepared to forgive and for-
get.

There was an interesting
in the' ave on the militi
mates.

Berlin, April 29.—(By the Associai-
eG Press)-—Minister of Defence Noske
teday, in the course of an interview,
referred to the necessity of defending
Germany’s eastern frontiers.

Noske said the statement. of David
Lloyd George, the British Prime Min-
ister, that Germany was hardly in a
position to assemble eighty ‘'thousand
men for the maintenance of order, un:
fortunately was true. He added that
it was nonsense for Herr Barth to
talk about three million suppprters of
a monarchist counter-revolution.
Noske said he considered that the
Bolshevik danger in Germany had

been militarily overcome, that Be riin,
with adequate troops, Is safe, while
recent events in Munich were repras
sented as the last attempt of anarchy
to seize powar.

“We have done everything,” Noske
concluded, “to maintain order in Gem
many and construct a law-abiding and
orderly state, thus creating the founs
dation of peace, but all our work, of
course, would be in vain if an econor
mic crisis’or interruption of commun$
cation brought collapse at the eiew
enth hour, or if the Entente, by geh
ting up impossible peice counditicnn
destroyed all our work.”
