IN LOCAL HOUSE.

Premier Tweedie, in Comprehensive Speech, Answers the
Criticisms of the Leader «f the Opposition — W. C. H.
Grimmer Also Spoke — House Adjourned Till
Wednesday Afternoon —Many Notices

of Motion Given.

¥redericton, March 4.—The house mect
at 3 o'clock. On the order of the day
being called the Hon. Mr. Tweedie said:—

Before dealing with the questions raised
by the leader of the opposition I desire
to congratulate the mover and eeconder
of the address on the excellent speeches
they liave made. They are both new mem-
fbems of this house, having sat for the firet
time Iast sescion, but I think the house
nwill agree with me that these gentlemen
are a valuable addition to the membership
of i,he house and worthy representatives of
their comstituencies.

During the vacation there has been very
little change in the persomnel of the house.
‘Weé have unfortunately to lament the death
of the member from Madawagka, Mr. Gag*
mon. While not conspicuous as a debater,
he wes an active and energetic repreeen-
tative of his county and I am sure every
megtiber will agree with me in regretting
his loss.

The Jeader of the opposition in his usual
way- has dealt with the speech and has
found 'a great deal of fault with it. I may
say that the epeech was not written for
this approval for he is hard to please and
we felt it would be hopeless to attempt
to satify him. He eays it is a disappoint-
ing, gpeech @nd I say that his speech was
@ inting one mot only to the peo-
ple who heard but to the membens of the
opposition. He went over the matters to

. avhich we referred in the apeech and

treated them in a flippant manmer as if
they were matters of no consequence.

I am sure that he will not find any fair-
minded man to agree with him in this at-
titude which he assumes. Does he mean
to eay that the loss of a representative
by this province in the house of commons
ie a matter of no importance or that the
government is wasting time in trying to
preserve the tation of thie prov~
ince fntact? The people of New Bruns-
nwidk ave with the government in this mat-
ter ‘and approve of their course.

"Phe Jeader of the opposition dealt with
the fishery matter in the same way. He
mays it ie @ matter of no importance and
is equally indifferent in regard to the re-

_adjustrent of our phovincial subsidies. In

any opinion these dre questions of the
most vital importance and questions which
could not be meglected by the government.
But I know why the leader of the op-
position treated these matters so lightly.
He wighed ‘to epread himeelf on the St.
John election and the defeat of Mr. Me-
Keown.

Government Not Afrald of an Election.

He now accuses the government of being
afraid to hold another election in 8t. John.
T ask him when did this government give
mny @vidence of being afraid? Take the
wecord of the government since I have been
premier. In that time we have had eleven

; iong and: have mever lost ome. I

ink with such a record as that we meed
not be afraid of having an election in St.
John. But is the record of my honorable
friend one of hravery? Is he noted for hie
great courage? I think not, but that he
Thas shicwn in the course of his political
career & lack of that courage which he
He eaye that
we_are leaving 8§t, John without a repre-
eentative and he quoted from Longfellow
u ‘verse which he thought appropriate to
thé oecamon in regand to there being a
vacant chair. ¥f he had looked into thie
woem a little funther he would have found

ther verse of e more comforting char-
acter, It is this:—
“Let us be patient, these severe afflictions
ot from the ground arise,
But oftentimes celastial benedictions
Aesume this dark disguise.”

New Highway Act,

My honareble friend says that the bill
of fare promised in the speech is meagre.
One of the mearures promised i a high-
way act and I do not know of any more
dmportant measure than this onme. Such
u piece of legialation may well occupy the
best attention of the house for it.is a mat-
#er which touches everyone, I have felt
for some time that in regard to our high-
iy legislation we were falling behind the
age and that the tiwe had come for ue to
proceed on a now basis. We propose in
the new act to abolish the distinction be-
tween great roads and by-roads. A dis-
tinetion for which 1 never could see any

reason. We also propose that the
province ehall be divided into districts
end a competent supervisor appointed for
each district. We will do away with
statute labor which in some counties haw
to be a farce and in its place we

will provide fcr @ money assessment. This
assecement e think should not be heavy.
Under the naw system a person who pays
ithe ass ¢ mie vt may get employment—a fair
day’s wages, for a fair day’s work on the
roade amd be paid in cadh. This bill is
now being printed and we will aek the co-
operation of all $he members on this side
of the house to make it as perfecl as pos-

sible.

M. Hazen—When will the bill be ready?

Hom. Mr. Tweedie—On Monday.
Tha Factory Act

The factovy act is another matter to
nwhich we wil ask your attention. It i
being prepared by the attorney gemeral
and will be submitted to the associations
avhich are interested in this subject. We
will endeavor to make it such a measure
as will be suitable to the conditions which
exist in this province. These conditions
are widely different from those wthich pre-
vail in cities like New York, where many
of the factory workers are stramgers amd
in need of protection. Here our workers
five at home and are well able to take
care of themselves.

Some people have wished the age which
4 vouth could go to work to be raised
to fifteen or sixteen. It is pointed out
that thes would be hard on the farmers
and that many widows who ave left with
young children would need their help be-
fore they had reached that age. ese
polnts snggest that the meamite is <one
which will have to be well considered.
1t is mot advisable to deal with such im-
portant subjécts hastily. Nor do I think
that i @ sign of good goverument to have
foo many ‘acts pas s

1 sometimes think that we have too

fpush Igalaion 39d. faa ibs o
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is burdened with acts which have never
been put nto operation.

Lunatic Asylum.

With regard to the lunatic asylum we
are all agreed that everything that can
be dome for the wumfortunate inmates
should be done. I agree with the leader
of the opposition in thinking that there
are peop.c there who should not be there.
But the difficulty is the nisk of making
a mistake and turning loose people who
may become dangerous. There was a case
some time ago of a man from Charlotte
county, I think, who was allowed to go
home, it was supposed cured. He went
to the town to which he belonged, but did
not go home, but lurked about and killed
one or two members of his family. Here
a very serious mistake was made. There
were cases of insanmity that are not dam-
gerous and that should not be in the asy-
lum, but under the law we must receive
them.

Sometimes people are sent to the asylum
by their relatives to get rid of them, it
being thought more respectable to go to
the asylum than the poor house. We
witll try to remedy this.

1 agree with my honorable friend that
this institution should be in charge of a
medical superintendent who has had ex-
perience in cases of insanity. He is, how:
ever, mistaken in thinking that the super-
intendent is burdened with the business
affairs of the asylum. This has been
largely placed in the hands of the stewand
and other officials. I think that our asy-
lum will compare favorably with any sim-
ilar institution in Canada.

It is true that there are places where
insane people are cared for and where
they pay as much as $30 a week, such
as the McLean Institution, but we do not
put ourselves in comparison Wwith them.,
But for the money expended this asylum
yields as good results as any.

My hcmoz?‘ble friend complains that we
did not say‘anything in the speech in re-
gard to the fncrease in stumpege. We
did not think it necessary because lasi
seasion we announced that the stumpage
would be increased and this has been
done.

There are mo differences of opinion, as
the honorable member seems to suppose,
between us and the Ilumbermen. e
made the change in the stumpage mate
as a matter of right and because we
thought the time had come for an in-
crease. The leases give us the night to in-
crease the stumpage. When the lumber
business was depressed some of us tooic
the ground that the government should
relieve this industry and it was done.
Since then conditions have changed. The
Jumber industry is prosperous and why
should not the province reap the benefit.
The lumbermen are all agreed that there
ghould be an increase in the stumpage.
Lands that a few years ago would not
bring $8 a mile are now bringing $400
and $500.

Dhe New Brunswick Company have im-
creased their stumpage rates from $1.50
to $2 and therefore an increase of stump-
age on government land was proper.

This increase is an answer to the charge
that this government is at the mercy of
the lumbermen. We have taken a stand
on this subject from which we will not
recede, and while there may be some ques-
tions of detail, such ms in regard to the
stumpage on fir and cedar, there will be
no change in the principle.

I Some of the lumbemmen are asking leas-

es in perpetuity, but we say the time has
not come for that. But if they are able
to persuade the people of this province
that they should have per leases
that would be another matter.

Nothing has occurred to change the con-
ditions as published in the Royal Gazette
and we have mot made any other agree-
ment with the lumbermen but the one
that has been made public. If the leader
of the opposition objects to the increase
in stumpage let him move a resolution
condemning the government on Y)hl.it
ground and he will see where he will
land.

Wculd Reducs Stumpage Again if Neces-
sary-

The people of the province are in favor
of an increase while the lumber industry
‘g prosperous, but if this industry again
became depressed as it has been in past
yeans we would consider the case of the
lumbermen and give them a chance to live.

The leader of the opposition appears o
have infonmation that is mot porsersed by
the government. He says that the eur-
veyor-general has the position of collector
of St. John in his pocket. Thisis not the
cage, but if the eurveyor-general - should
get this office he will resign his seat in the
government and in the house, and when
a vacancy oceurs in the office of surveyor=
general the government will endeavor to
fill it

The teader of the opposition appears to
think that we sheuld not have referred in
the speech to the development of our agri-
cultural interests, T think there should
be a reference to agriculture in ‘every
speech., The rural constituencies - know
how much the agricultural policy of the
government has benefited them. Yook for
instance at the progress that has been
made in the county of Madanvaska. Thie
year farmers will be growing more wheat
than ever before.

The lieutenant-governor informed me
last evening that he never used any but
homemade flour grown in New Brunewick
and ground in our own mills and that the
quality waw equal to the best that could
be Immorted.

Coal Development.

My honorable {riend seems to think that
the development of our coal is of no im-
portance. Does he. know what progress
has Leen made during the year in this di-
rection? Our engineer, Mr. Wetmore, re-
cently visited Beersville and made a re-
port of what was being done there which
I will read presently-

“Tlie mine i6 a hill at Beersville into
which a shaft is run so that the drainage
i natural. The vein is not thick but the
ooal is of seplendid quality. Two miles
from RPeemsville tha Canadian Cosl & Man-
ganee Conpany i3 operating. This- comi-
pany was incorporated in 1901 with $1,000,-

kOOQ capital to develop coal arege @ the

county of Kent and since that time it has
acquired in it® own name about 70 lcenses
to search and four mining leases, while it
has contapl of about thirty other licenses.
It owns in fee simple about 600 acres of
land, some of which is well timbered for
the purpoee of eupplying its mine with the
necessary timbers and for the erection of
its buildings.

The cempany has expended about $150,-
000 in the development of its property in
Kent. 1t has recently” purchaced a port-
able steam saw mill. It has opened up
three tunnels to formn one mine which is
calculated to produce 250 tons per day. At
present it can mine frem 60 to 70 tons a
day and expects to imcrease this output
to 250 tons a day by the first of July. It
now employs about 60 men with a pay roll
of about $2,000 a month. As the company
increames its openings the output will be
iricreased by 250 tons a day from each
opening. The company figures that its
tocal market will consume about 500 tons
a day. Anything beyond this the company
wil be compelled to place on outside mar-
ket. Will anyone say that this is not an
important industry?

The policy of this government is to as-
g'st such growing industries and the prov-
ince of New Brunmwick wiil receive benefit
in the end. By granting a bonus to rail-
waye reaching these coal mines the gov-
ernment will assirt in the production of
200 tons of coal a day by the Beersville
Company and 250 tens by the Canadian
Coal. Company.

This year I intend to estimate that we
shall get at least $10,000 of revenue in the
shape of royalty from these coal companies
and this is the interest on $250,000 at four
per cent.

I think shat that is a very satisfactory
report and that the government has done
wisely in assisting to develop these mines.
The' coal area of this province is not con-
fined to Queens, Sunbury and Kent coun-
ties, but extends to Northumberland and
also other counties.

The Dry Dock.

With regard to the dry dock I think
that my honorable friend might have given
a word of encouragement to that great
work which will so likely benefit the city
in which he lives. I think he might have
given some credit to George Robertson for
his efforts to arrange this matter to a suc-
cessful conclusion. He has worked for it
night and day. He has been at Ottawa
for months together in the interests of the
dry dock, and he spent more than a year
in England laboring in the same cause. I
was glad to be assured the other day by
a leading banker that with the guarantees
which have been obtained there will be no
difficulty in financing the scheme, and I
hope before long that the dock will be
under construction.

Subsidies Readjustment.

With regard to the questions at issue
between the dominion government and the
provincial government, I can only say
that the leader of the opposition is in error
in stating that the premier of Quebec has
abandoned the claims for a readjustment
of the subsidies and that the premier of
Ontario is also indifferent. If my honor-
able friend should ever occupy the position
of premier of this province, the logical re-
sult cf his argument would be that he
would abandon all those claims which we
have against the dominion, the fishery
claims and also the claims to an increased
subsidy. s

Why should he abandon these claims?
Simply because Mr. Fielding is against
them? But we will not pursue this course
nor imitate the wicked and slothful servant
who hid his talent in the earth.

As long as I have the honor to be the
leader of this government 1 will fight for
the rights of this province and I will not
‘be deterred by the opposition of Mr.
Fielding or of any other person.

Claims Agairst the Dominion Will Be Paid

I had a letter today from the premier
of Quebec asking me to go to Ottawa with
him as soon as I could for the purpose of
pressing our claims to an additional sub-
sidy on the dominion government, and I
am satisfied that before next session all
the claims mentioned in the speech will
be settled in our faver.

I have not forgotten that my honorable
friend was accustomed to cast ridicule on
our eastern extensicn claims and to pre-
diet that it would never be paid. My
honorable friend was wrong then, for the
claim was paid, and the claims that we
now have will also be paid.

Last year reference was made to a claim
which we had against the dominion gov-
ernment for appropriating a river in the
county of Restigouche. This claim had
grown to the large sum of $14,000, and I
am glad to be able to announce that the
dominion government has now promised
to pay it. ;

W. C._H. Grimmer.

Mr. Grimmer said: I have patiently
listened to the speech of the first minister,
trying to learn if possible what the gov-
ernment had done during the past year in
fulfilling the promises made at the last
session of the house. I have heard criti-
cism rather tham information, and I am
afraid that the honorable first minister is
becoming a petty critic.

1 can heartily congratulate the honorable
member from Restigouche in so ably carry-
ing out the onerous duties placed upon his
shoulders in moving the address. But
what information had he given the prov-
ince?  He had told the house something
concerning the coal mining operations, and
the first minister had also addressed him-
self to it. The latter gentleman, however,
was.not so enthusiastic concerning the sub-
ject. He was mcre conservative in his
estigates to the output of his mines.

Where in the world could the
province secure $90,000 as revenue
irom these mines? It was a well known
fact that at Beemwville there is a small
weam nine inches thick and very narrow
and it is imposcible to mine 3,000 tons per
day as was claimed by the honorable mem-
ber from Restigouche.

How could the government justify the
expenditure of $18,000 to run a railway to
these mines? If the mines were as wealthy
as was claimed, the coal company would
not hasitaie about junning a railway with-
out the awsistance of the government.

Criticlsm of the Asylum Act.

Another matter to which I wish to refer
is the present law in respect to the Tuna-
tic asylum. Some radical amendments to
chapter 22 of the asylum act are neces-
gary and I hope it will be remedied. U nder
that section of the act it is possible for
persons to gain entrance to the asylun
viho have no right to it. Tt is witlin my
knowledge that often when some poor un-
fortunate gets in a condition when he is a
burden to his relatives they go to a medicul
practitioner and get a certificate for his
admission to the aeylum without th
proper examination of the patient unj
then go to a-unagistrate who issues a war-
rant of arrest aud the unfortunate is
taken to the asylum.

1 Luooy of an ipelence ip my oWR county,

.SAFETY FOR YOUR CHILDREN.

a client of my own, who became hard cir-'
cumstanced and in poor health and thought
he could Be taken to the asylum for treat- !
ment. ‘A physician granted a certificate
and a magstrate is ued a warrant of com=
mitment by which the man gained admis-
sion to the .asylum. A short time after-
wards he comp.ained that he had been put
among’ crazy men and his son had him
released from the asylum.

Another case in my knowledge was that
of a poor unfortunate deaf mute who was
arrested and taken to the asylum, al-
though there was nothing the matter with
him. Thus the provincial lunatic asylum
is made a dumping ground for poor unfor-
tunates whose relatives are not willing to
support them and some legislation should
be passed to remedy the defect and cur-
tail the power of the physician and mag-
istrate in issuing certificates of admiesion.
This %s a very serious and important mat-
ter, as the institution is costing the prov-
ince a large sum of money. The act

shou'd be amended that a proper officer |

should be provided in every district to eee
that dmproper persons showd not gamn ad-
qni::‘sicfn to that institution. My purpcee
in speaking was to call the attention of
the government to this matter and 1 feel
that if proper legislation is provided it
wil Le a great gain to the province.

The address was then adopted without
division.

Mr. Hazen gave motice of enquiry with
regard to the damage done to the Harvis
br.dge by the tug - Sea King and the
amounts paid .for the comsolidation of the
statutes.

In repy to Mr. Hazen, Hon. Mr.
Tweedie said the auditor-general’s report
will be ready the first of the week.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that on consul-
tation with gentlemen on both sides of
the house many of the members being ab-
pent from sickness, it was thought best to
adjourn until Wednesday.

The house adjourned until Wednesday
afternoon at 3 o’clock.
