Very few intelligent men will
openly uphold the practice of taxing a
man’s daily wages on which he depends
for his daily bread at the same rate as
dividends from stocks or income from
rents. The gentleman who calls us ex-

One of the anomalous practices under
the present system is the taxing of a
poor clerk three, four, or five times as

worthy of the purposes for whieh it was intend-
ed, as a
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much as a mechanic who earns more
money than he does. Thisseems to be a
patent method for preventing mechanics
and laborers from voting. Their taxes,
on a basis of $150 income, are enough,
but they should not be excluded from
the polls because they are not willing to
report incomes of $400 and pay a tax of
$16.45 each thereon. But what measure
of justice is there in exempting two-
thirds of the income of one class of
working men and forcing another class
to pay the full rate?
The small measure of reform asked
for—that wages to the amount of $400
be exempted from taxation—is amoder-
ate demand, and non-compliance with it
now will be all the worse for property
owners in the end. Gentlemen have
studied the progress of reforms in
vain if they have not discovered that
the true conservative policy is one of
conciliation and gradual yielding to
moderate popular demands.

The Star in the East.

A brilliant star may now be scen during
the evening in the eastern sky, sharing for
more than an hour after its first risir.g the
honor of starry sovereignty with the planet
Venus, as sinking toward the horizon she
holds her regal court in the western
heavens.

The star is the planet Jupiter, whieh,
during the remaining winter months, will
‘be an object of interesting study through-
out the night. The two largest and bright-
est of the planetary orbs arc now perform-
ing the office of evening stars,Venus reign-
ing supreme in the west for three hours
after sunset,and Jupiter beaming with
imperial light from his appearance in the
east in the early evening till he pales in the
ruddy glow of morning. They are the only
planets to the naked eye now visible in the
evening, and cannot fail to be distinguish-
ed from the thronging crowds of lesser
stars by their softer light, transcendent
brightness and superior size.

Jupiter 1s situated in the constellation
Leo, or the Lion, not far from Regulus, its
leading brilliant,the first star in the handle
of the Sickle, which makes this group so
familiarly known to observers 1f the
course of the planet be watched, it will be
seen to retrograde or move backward
among the-stars. This it will continue to
do until the 17th of April, when it wiil ap
parently retrace its course, and reach the
vicinity of its present position during the
month of May. Its motion can now be
easily traced from its vicinity to the star
Regulus, which, although of the first wag-
pitude, seems comparatively faint in the
presence of the brighter planet

'Cnis giant member of the planetary bro
therhood pyesents three distinot branches
of astronomical study in the telescopic,
photometrie,and spectroscopic departments
ol science. The telescope reveals exqui-
sitely beautilul culored bands or belts, coy-
ering it§ d.sc ; imwense riits or openings
in these bands, and gigantic disturbances
around its huge circumference, on a scule
of whieh terrestrial movements give us
little idea ; and alvo a sight of the four
moons which revolve around it, The pho-
tometer measures its light, and proves that
it gives far more light than the other plan-
ets would undor the same conditions, cal-
culiting the proportion as three times that
of Mars, and four times that of the mo.n.
It also shows the comparative brilliarcy of
the planet from the apparent blackness
of the satellites as they transit its di-c.
'The spectroscope Yyields its evidence
with much more difficulty, for as the
planet shines principully by reflected light
its spectrum is not su bright as that of a

st (r of the second magnitude, and the faint-

ness of the lines in the Jovian spectrum
makes them difficult to interpret. Aqueous
vapor is plainly detected. and the best
physicists, Huggins, Lecchi, Janseen and
many others, are patiently working to de-
cipher the meaning of the above imper-
ceptible lines which are of such import-
ance in the interpretation of the starry
alphabet.

All observations strengthen the theory
that the Jovian planet gives out heat and
some light from its own mass; that it has
not yet cooled down to anything like the
consistency of our globe; and that it aots
asa subordinate sun to the four satelltics
that revolve arounl it, and form with
it a solar system in miniature.

Who then can fail to look with more
than a passing interest upon this noblest
creation of the planetary worlds, either
when glowing with light it Jooks down
upon us as the radiant evening star, or
when it illustrates those mysterious materi-
al laws which rule as easily and harmoni-
ously the motion of an orb- fourteen hund
red times as large as ours, and accompan-
ied in it course by four revolving satellites
as they control the motion of oar carthand
its solitary moon.

Infants Starved to Death and Infants
Poisoned for Money.

NarLEs, Jan. 8.

Mrs. Rose Porro has made the following
blood eurdling confession :

Trusting that the ignominy which this
declaration will bring upon me will be ac-
cepted by my merciful Creator in atone
ment of my crimes, 1, Rose Porro, truth-
fully state in the presence of my spiritual
adviser that 1 am accountable for the mur-
der of those infants whose bodies were
found in my late residence by the public
officers on the 13th day of December. For
three years I pursued a_terrible system of

| crime” in order to satiate my greed for

money, and I prevailed upon Margarite
Coraldi, now in this prison, o assist me in
perpetrating the crimes of which I stand

 charged, and am guilty. I caused adver-

tisements to be published in Neapolitan
journals stating that any person desirous
of riding themselves of their children,
to prevent shame and inlamy or for
any cause. could procure relief by calling
upon me ; that 1 was prepared to take full
charge of their children upon a certain
sum being paid. 1 requirei no person to
leave his or her name, and am therefore
unable to implicate any of those parties
who encouraged me to perpetrats those
crimes, for which I crave the Divine mercy

As far as 1 am capable of remembering, 1
wiltully starved to death about twenty
children, male and female, by locking them
in an empty apartment, whence 1 could
not bear their cries and whence no others
could hear them. 1 administered poison at
intervals to about the same number of ba-
bies : and when dead I, assisted by Mar-
garite Coraldi, concealed the corpses below
the tiles of the scveral fluors of my house
and beneath the gravel in the cellar. These
murders only occarred when I could not
rid myself of the infants in any other way.
I adopted another wicked means of procur-
ing gain by advertising that 1 could pro-
vide childless women with beautiful child-
ren for adoption, being compelled to part
with them on account of my poverty.
In connection with thc causes of my
crimes, 1 will state that my bus

band, one Luigi Francesco Porro of Genoa
abandoned me without cause when we had
been married only five months. This is
one of the grounds upon which I approach
the public authorities to beg their clem-
ency in my behalf.  Another is the un-
sullied virtae of my early life and the
hopeless poverty and anxiety which follow-
ed my husband's desertion. Yet anosher
ground is the blind, rash ignorance in
which 1 committed the deplorable crimes,
which I never truly realized the enormity
of until God’s bhand placed me here.

Then follow references to her early
life and the respectabillity of her family
She says shie was ‘‘born in Trastenere
(that portion. of Rome beyond the] Tiber),
and was reared almost within the Chureh’s
doors.”

The two women are to be taken before
the Court of Assizes on Friday, and after
very little ceremony they will be found
guilty of murder and condemned to

dzath.
