In presenting my report as Supreme
M dieal Examiner of thls Council, I
derired to meke a statistical report, but
I am unable to do 8o now for want of the
proper data. I hope to be able to do eo
for your next convention. Daring this
term I have examined 251 -certificates;
approved 222, and rejected 29, elghteen
of which were for undoubted bereditary
terdency to consumption, We cannot be
too careful in regard to this one great
cause of death, and every applicant having
the most remote tendency to that fatal
disease should be rejected., I appolnted
Local Medical Examiuers under the new
law with eaticfactory resulis, and we are
gettlng better service than formerly. I
am free to confess, though that it makea
but little difference who makes the
appolutment if we have men relected who
are competent, If a change is to bs made
Jet Branches appoint thetr own Examiners,
I recommend that the vaccioation clause
be retained. I had only one case of an
applicaut who refused to be vaccinated,
aud we are better off without him. Could
we but guard sgainst consumption, heart
disease, kidney aud other kindred dlseases,
as «ffectuaily as we can agaiuet this loath-
some disease by vaccination, we might ex.
clatm “Eurcia,” 1 would suggest a form
of blapk-hook for Examiners to keep accur-
ate recorde of the examinations. 1 regard
our form of certificates »s the very be:t in
use. bat form “B” might be left off the
beck of the application papers. T desire
to return thanks to the (flicers and Buard
of Trustees,and eepecially to Bros. Drescher
and Hickey, for valuable counsel and
assistance; snd sincerely regret any inabil-
ity to be present.

Sectlons G and 10, Article 11, pages 29
and 30 were amended so as to require
members of & suspended Branch to join
some other; and not to remasin as floating
members on their withdrawal cards.

Proposed amendwments for the electlon
of Sup. Medical Examiners, to increase
the fees of local medlcal examiners,
to abofish the vacclnation clause, and &
puxber of other proposed smendmente,
the most of which were provided for in
some of the other amendments reported
upon favorably by the Committee on
Laws, etc., were not concurred in,

The following proposed amendments
were adopted by a majority vote only,
and so do not become law until voted
upon by every Branch and Grsnd Coun
cll, a majority of which must endorse and
recommend the ssme to a future Conven-
tion for adoption :

From Penneylvania Grand Council.
No 34 To amend Section 6, Article 9,
80 88 to collect twenty five cents ad-
ditional from every suspended member
who isre instated, and to amend Szetion
5, Bencficiary Article, to allow thirty
days to pay carda.

42} To substitute a new Section for
Section 1, Article 12, page 31, 80 as to
allow two or more Braunches in the same
parich, where there are two or more
large towns or villages in one parish,
and aiso where there are two or more
congregations of distinct nationalities
in the game parizh.

To amend Section 1, Article 3, page
67, to allow Branches outside pf cities,
towns and villages to meet only once a
month.

Chancellor Bertrand moved to adopt
recommendation of Supreme President
for the collection of one assessment in
advance. And thst all the other recom
mendations of the Supreme Pregident
in his report, having been acted upon
by the convention when considering the
report ot the Committee on Laws, etc,,
they be not adopted.

The recommendation relating to an
advance assessment was lost,

The report of the Commitee on Laws
etc, was then adopted as & whole,

Caancellor Hynes offered a resolution
that all parts of the constitution, etc , be
made consistent with the foregoing
awendment and that ail coniliciing por
tions become repealed, and that a com-
mittee of two be appointed to complete
the amended conpstitution, Carried,

The Chair appointed Cnancellors
Hynes and Bertrsand.,

On motion of Representative O'Brien,
the Convention went into committee of
the whole, with Caancellor R Mulhol.
land in the chair, to cousider certain
matters connected with the disposition
of funds on depogsit. Afier some time
spent therein the committee arose and
reported that it bad not any thing to
report for adoption, all measures before
the committee having been voted down,

The report was adopted,

Oa motton of Chencellor Fravklin a
rebste of 50 per cent. was made to the
Oblo Grand Conncil on ueeless supplics
on hand.  §1000 was voted the janitor.
Votes of thanks were adopted tu Right
Rev. Bithop Gilmour for his able and
practical sermon.
