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6. The preferable laims of Fishermen and Current Suppliers by the present Tnsolvency
Law of this Colony shall be maintained, unless hereafter altered by Local enactment.

Ernniprion from& Frport T'ax.
7. Nn tax shall bo imposed on the Exports of this Colony, unless a similar tai be levied

on all the staple products of the othier Provinces of the Dominion.

Local Defencc.
8. From the condition of the people scat.tered along the coast, nnd their a9vocations in

the Fisheries requiring their absence from homo during a great part of the vear, it is tlie
Opinion of this Colnittee that aj ý,ilitia Serviceo would bo unsuited to their cireuiiistances ;
but it is believcd thîat an efficient Naval Reserve Force may b established on a satisfactory
ba'sis, and an increase in numnbers and grenter efficiency given to the present Volunteer
organization. In the isolatcd and undefended position of this Island the maintenance of a,
Garrison force in Si. John's a at present is indispensable.

Fisheries.
9. As the Dominion Government has by the said Act control over sea coast and inland

Fisheries, and as the present staiple industry of this colony is its Fisheries, and their encour-
agemient would be mnutually ;dvant ageous and as certain branches thereof, :particularly the
Hlerring and Salmon Fisheries, require encouragement and improvement to increase their
industrial and commercial value, the.ir prosecution should be stinulated /y speid su ely
fomn the' Gene'ral oernmnt. In any Customns Act the Dominion Importers of dri d flsh
sha1ll be subjecet to the Provisions contained in the third Section of the Act of this Colony,

lWater Comnpanid cs' stock.
10. As the right of the Colony to impose a tax on Coal, as at present for the purposcs

of the General Water Company, will cease after the Union of this Colony with Canada,
the Dominion Governnent shall relieve tho Company of its liability for the payment of the
interest on the Stock of the said Company te the extent of $200,000.

Steam Comnnication.
11. There shall be provided by the General Government an efficient Mail Steam Service

between the United Kingdon, tiis Colony and Canaida a line of Steamuboats for cargo and
Passengers between i)tnîurea/ and 8t. .John's during the season of navigation ; the obliga-
tions of the Colony in respect of the present Mail Service withi 1/a/ax shll be undertaken
by the Governient, of tl Dominion, and Winter Stenni communication with // axr shal
be always maintained. Thiere shal be an efficient Coastal Steam Service, including the La-
brador, in connectiou with the Post Office maintained by the Government of the Dominion.

Appeal t tlte PeoplC.
12. That no final arrangement shall be made for the admission of this Colony into the

Union until an al paal be muîade to the people at the next general Election.
That these leo1utiens be sent to flic Legislative Council for tleir concurrence.
