Opposile the Mark, on the horth side of Wellington
dtreet, are the Confeleration and Justiee buildings of the
lominien Government « two {ine struoctures whish have been
completed within the last few years; and, to the west and
north of these buildinge lies the property which 1s expected
toe be the mcene of major develppment in the Dominiem Gevernment's
buildin. programwe, as Jb&o:: plans are pradually put inte effect.
I am lad that the distriet is to be beautified and luproved by
the Bark of Canada's head off'ice, and that care has been takemn
to centre it on the axis of the space betweem the buildings
opposite. Thus, at some future date, passers-by on the MNall,
which is to be extended west from Parliament Hill behind the

aew departumental bulldings, will be able te see this building

in the proper perspective. - .
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“T€ 1a not, I think, generally recouised how great a

debt we, of this generation, owe to the early plamning ef
Ottawa when it was still Bytowm, by Colomel By, from whom the
town derived its name. In those early days, by the construetion
of Wellington Street and Sussex Street in the position in whiesh
they have ever since remained, not only was the space bHetween
