: gions of Canada and to improve the knowledge they possess of the geographical

rd physical realities of their country. To that end, the programme includes

-eetings in Ottawa with federal officials, followed by visits to the provincial

ipitals and other major centres of interest for interviews with provincial and

vic authorities and senior officials. There are also, in each region, "in-residence"
: minars and group discussions with sociologists, economists, industrialists,

. itors, writers, artists, educators, leaders of socio-economic organizations, etc.

;formal gatherings are arranged to permit the touring groups to meet people

various occupations in the communities they visit.

The programme as a whole is planned and co-ordinated with the co-operation
