We must not dicown Lhis gfeat legacy
of praise which our predecessors have
passod down to us. For this reason we
bave taken every occasion to denounce
and condemn publicly the cruel evil of
slavery and we have given our attention
to this matter in letters which we wrote
on the 4%a of May, 1888, to the Bishops
ot Brazil, To tnem we thus sent our
coungratulatieas for ali taat had been done
in their own country by laudable private
and public enterprise for tae freedom
of slaves, and at the same time we pointed
out how much slavery was opposed both
to religion and the digmty of man,
In trath, when we wrote that lsttor we
were profoucdly moved by thelr condition,
who as elaves serve a master, Bat much
more are we bitterly sffected as the re
cital of the evils by which a'l the lnbabi
taats of certain reglons la interior Africa
are nfflicted. It is indeed Jamentable and
hortible to relate, what we have heard
from certain meesaugers, that about four
bundred thousand Africans, without dis
tinetlon of age or sex, are yearly viclently
carricd away from thelr country villeges,
whence, bound with chains and beaten with
rode, they are dragged over a long journey
to the market, where, like cattle, they are
exhibited and scld. Since these things
have been testified to by those who saw
them, and confirmed by recent explorers
of tropical Africs, we barn with a desire
to c)me to the rescue of thoee miserable
men, and to ligbten thelr calamity. (There
fore, we instantly commsnded our beloved
son Cardinal Coarles Marteal Layigerie,
whose activiiy and apostolic zeal aze weil
kuown to ue, to vielc the prinetpal cities of
Euarops, to explain the ignomtny cf this
vast traflic, and thus induce princes and
cit'zsna to come to the asistance of this

ucfortunate rsce, We must retura
thanks to our Lord Jesus Chrlet,
the most loving redeemer of all

nations, Who in His kindness has not
suftered our &ction to fal, but
wizhed it, like seed cast into fertile soil,
to promise a joyful harvest. For Sover-
eigus and Uatholics over the whole
world, in a word, all who regsrd as sacred
the rights of peoples and of nawre vie
with each other in their inquiries todis
cover ways and means to pull up by toe
roots this inbuman commerce. Tae
solemn congress lately held at Brussele,
in woich delegates from the sovereigns
of Europe took puart, and the recsnt
ussembly of private citizens, who with
such great courage met for the same
purpose at Paris, give clear evidence
that the negio cause will be defended
by as great force and constancy as the
weight of the miseries that grind the
African slave. It is for this reason that
we do not wish to let pass the ocoasion
now agsin oftered, to return well
merited praise and thacks to the Sov-
ereigns of Europe and others of good
will, and we earnestly beseech G1d in the
highest to deign to grant success to their
enterprises and proaper the beginnings
of such a vast undertaking. But besides
our concern for the lprm.u:litm of liberiy,
another anxiety of a wmore weaighty
pature presses on our epostolic ministry,
which damnpds our attention, v ia that
the gospel shall be spread skrough thess
regions of Afiica, which aball illumiae by
divine faith the inhabitants who et in
darkness, surrounded by blind supersti
tion, 80 that by these means they may
become, with us, jont heirs to the King
dom of God. Mor this purpose we labor
more strenuously that afier they have
received the light of tae gespel they may
cast off from their necks the yoke of
human slavery.
