" To Make Coffee.

Koowledge contributes largely (o the
happiness of man We use the term, how-
ever, ¢ 2 more enlarged sense thsn do
thoe who simply mean book lesrning,
taught io our schools. To the inquiring
and investigating mind, useful knowledge
is taught 10 a thousand ways. Our bome
enjoyments are incressed or diminished,
according to the amount of knowiedge
pervading our domestic establishments.
How many families eit down :0 the break-
fast-table, and for their coffee partake only
of slops, ali for the want of the little know-
ledge nocessary to make a good cup of cof-
fee! Now, surely, nothing is easier than
ihe making of good coffee, alfter one knows
how, or after the knowledge is acquired

First, then, in the process, the coffee
berries should be thoroughly dried before
roasting. Like wine, the coffee-berries are
improved by age, and the older the better.
The roasting iself should be done quickly,
over a hot fire, stirring it constantly,. Wheo
roasted 10 a rich brown—not burned black
—a small piece of butier should be added,
and the berries shutup in a close vessel,
to prevent sny loss by evaporation of iis
strength aud aroma, It should be ground
only as wanted for use, as its flavor i1s lost
by standing. . To prepare i, put two table-
spoonfuls 10 a pint of water, mixing it with
the white, yolk, and shell of an egg. Pour
on.hot, bui not boiling water, and then boil
it not over ten minutes. Take it off, pour
in hall a teacupful, of cold water, and in
five minutes pour it into the coffee-urn or
the table coffae pot, withou: shaking. Care
should be taken in pouring on the hot wa-
ter, as above directed, 1o not add too much
water.

Coffee should always be served at the
table hot and sirong, so strong that, in fii-
ling the coffee-cups, they should be only
half or two thirds filled with coffee, adding
thereto rich fresh milk or cream. An e=-
cess of water, in which the ground coff-e
has been boiled, has spoiled and reduced
toslops an immense amount of coffee.

With a full supply of eggs and cream,
the farmer’s 1able should be daily supplied
with mos: delicious coffee, aud with this
served to perfection, along with good bread
and butter, and one or two fresh eggs, nice-
ly boiled, we could scarcely wish any thing
betier for a summer breakfast. Io winter,
meats, of course, make a desirsble additi-
ou.~—=Okhjo Valley Farmer.

English Mode of Fattening
Fowls.

Tbe food usually selected for fautening
poultry 1s oat-meai, mixed either wih scal-
ding milk or water. Cooped lowls should be
supphied with [resh food three times daily ;
osmely, at daybresk ; a1 midday ; snd a
roosting-iime. As much as they can eat
should be given them on such occasions;
but no more than can be devoured before
the new meal Should any be left, it
should be removed, and given to other
fowls, as, if kept, 1t 18 apt 10 become sour,
when the birds wili not eat freely. The
troughs for the soft meal should be scalded
out daily, which can only be done conven:-
ently by having a supply of epare ones. _In
addition to soft fcod, a supply of fresh,
clean water must be constantly present,
aod a lutle gravel must be given daily,
otherwiee the grinding action of the giz-
zard, which is neceseary 1o the due diges.
tion of the food, does not go on-satisfactorly
— be supply of a litile sliced cabbage, or
some turn:p tops, or a green leaf 1o pick
occazionally, being all tbat is required.
A variaucen in the diet will be found very
conducive to an increased appetite, and,
therefore, the occasional substitution of a
feed of boiled barley for the slaked oat-meal
is desirable. Some feeders have a division
in their troughs, or, still beiter, a small ex-
tra trough, which always contains some
Saould
the birds Le required very fat, some mutton
suet or irimmings of the loin may be chop-
ped up and scalded with the meal, or they
| may be buled 1 the milk or water prepa-
{ratory to iis being poured over the food,
| and the fat of fowls so fatted will be found
{exceedingiy firm

!zen trees may be found affecied. The
| sam¢ may be said of pears, plums, cherries
|and ' quinces. Some peighborboods are
| but little affecied, but in others, where the
{peach was not injured much, the ap-
|ple, plum zod quince, appear more so.
| Tnat the peach was very generally destroy-
jed was expected ; but few, however, expec-
|ted to see their apple-trees =0 soon decsy.
\Now, wiiy is it ? Can it be the effect of
|the extensive cold, or is it from eome
[cause nnt understood ? It would be well
{to remove the dirt fiom above the roots,
| and examine thoroughly ; also see if the
bark of the body is worn and turned black,
and if so, upon which side, and from the
ground to the branches, or only a part, ei-
ther afove the saow or below it. Sach
examinatioas will be useful, even if trees
cannot be restored. When the earth is re-
moved frem the roots, let the excavation
be filled wih good compost, in which is a
poruion of coal-dust with a lew iron filings,
on which put a thick mulching.—Mich:-
gan Farmer,
