A double V.C. is the rarest of all 
soldiers. There is only one living, 
and only two have ever won the bit 
of bronze on two occasions. A curi­
ous fact in this connection is that 
both of them served in the Royal 
Army Medical Corps, a non-combat­
ant service. Major Arthur Martin 
Leake, R.A.M.C., is the only man liv­
ing with a bar to the V.C. He gain­
ed the cross in South Africa and the 
equivalent of a second cross nearly 
four years ago. Capt. Noel Godfrey 
Chavasse, the gallant doctor son of 
the Bishop of Liverpool, was the only 
other double V.C. He won both dur­
ing the war, but died of wounds soon 
after receiving the second award.
