w------London, June 15. — The Italian
steamer Motia, 500 tons gross, has been 
sunk, a Lloyd’s announcement to-day

------Copenhagen, June 17.—Two large
German steamships were torpedoed in 
the Baltic last evening, according to 
Swedish fishermen, who say they saw the 
vessels sink after a violent cannonading.

------London, June 21.—The Norwegian
steamer Aquilla has been torpedoed by an 
Austrian submarine 100 miles off Mar­
seilles, according to a Reuter dispatch 
from Kristensand, Norway, to-day. The 
crew was saved.

------London, June 21.—The Corton
Lightship, situated several miles off the 

of ^ English east coast, has been sunk, with
the loss of five members of its crew, 
drowned or killed, says a Central News 
dispatch to-day from Great Yarmouth.

Yarmouth, June 22.—The Corton Light­
ship, was sunk by a mine, according to 
the survivors, two in number. They say 
that Captain Rudd, at the bow, sighted a 
mine and gave warning. The explosion * 
came an instant later, and the force was 
so terrific that the vessel was raised out 
of the water and completely broken up.
She sank immediately.

The survivors were picked up by a fish­
ing boat after ten minutes in the water.
There was no sign of the captain or the 
other members of the crew. This is the 
first lightship sunk during the war.

------New York, June 20.—A Havre dis­
patch to the New York Journal says :

" The French steamer St. Jacques ha s 
been sunk, but whether by mine or tor­
pedo is not known. Nine of her crew 
are missing.”

The St. Jacques was a steamer of 1,338 
tons, reported as sailing for Lisbon from 
Rouen on May 21.

------Toulon, France, June 20.—The Ital­
ian steamer Leprovedita has been sunk in 
the Mediterranean by two Austrian sub­
marines. The crew was brought here.

The Italian steamers Rondine and Ta- 
volora, and the sailing vessels Francesco 
Padre, Era, Antonia V., Annetta and 
Adelia have been sunk, according to di­
spatches to Lloyd’s.

----- London, June 19.—The American
steamer Scaconnet, of Philadelphia, from 
Archangel to London with timber, struck 
a mine on Sunday and went ashore on the 
Scroby Sands. She has since become a 
total wreck. The crew was landed at 
Yarmouth.

The Seaconnet was a vessel of 2,994 tons,
247 feet long, built in 1911. She was own­
ed by the Harper Transportation Com­
pany, of Philadelphia.

----- Copenhagen, June 15.—The Dagens
Nyhede r says that in the recent fight in 
the Baltic between Russian torpedo craft 
and German war vessels which were con­
voying merchantmen, two German auxili­
ary cruisers, the Herzmann and the Kônig 
Von Saschen, and two armed trawlers 
were sunk by the Russians, in addition to 
ten more merchantmen. The newspaper 
says also that five wounded German sailors J 
who were landed at Nykoping, Sweden, 
have died since.

------London, June 17.—The British der
stroyer Eden has been sunk. Thirty-one 
of the crew were saved. Three officers 
are missing.

The Eden was sunk in the English 
Channel last night, after a collision. This 
announcement was made this afternoon 
by the Official Press Bureau.

The British destroyer Eden displaced 
555 tons, and carried a complement of 
seventy. She was 220 feet long, 23 feet 
beam, and 8 feet deep. She was built in 
1905, and had a speed of 26 knots. She 
carried four 3-irich guns, and was equipped 
with two 18-inch torpedo tubes.

------London, June 19.—The casualty
list for the past Week contains the names 
of 356 officers, of whom 82 were killed 
and 7,286 men, of whom 1,646 were 
killed.

------Quebec, June 20.—A postal card re­
ceived from Dr.. Beland to-day says he 
was freed from Germany and allowed to 
enter Holland on the 24th of May to 
treat his wife in a sanatorium in Holland.

------Amsterdam, June 20.—Lieut.-Gen­
eral Count Helmuth von Moltke, chief of 
the supplementary general staff ot- the 
army, died of heart apoplexy yesterd ay 
morning during a service of mourning in 
the Reichstag for the late Field Marshal 
von Goltz, says a Berlin telegram.

Lieut-General Count von Moltke was a 
nephew of the late Field Marshal von 
Moltke, the great strategist who directed 
the victorious movements of the German 
armies when they achieved their memor­
able triumph in the Franco-Prussian war 
of 1870.

During the fall of 1914, announcements 
of General Moltke’s illness were followed 
by reports that he had been superseded 
as chief of general staff.

These, however, proved unfounded, but 
in December of that year he retired from 
the post, his failing health, it was said, 
preventing his return to the fron t.

He was succeeded by the present head 
of the general staff, General von Falken- 
hayen. In the January following he was 
appointed chief of the supplementary 
general staff.

Paris, June 20.—The results of the re­
cent economic conference here, in which 
the allied governments were represented 
by members of the cabinets, were made 
public to-day.

The agreement, which was unanimous, 
shows that sweeping measures have been 
jointly adopted under three heads, the 
first embracing the period during the war, 
the second the transition period, and the 
third the period after the war. During 
the war citizens of the allied natidhs are 
forbidden all commerce with the enemy 
subjects. All merchandise from enemy 
countries is likewise borbidden. Com­
mercial houses having enemy connexions 
are sequestered.

Additional restrictions are placed on 
exportations and also on contraband.

During the reconstruction period the 
Allies declare their purpose to carry on 
joint action in restoring industry, agricul­
ture and merchant fleets.

All treaties with the enemy being abro­
gated, the Allies agree that favored nation 
treatment shall not be accorded to enemy

------Montreal, June 15—Senator Robert
McKay narrowly escaped being killed 
yesterday afternoon, when a street car 
crashed into and ditched his limousine. 
The senator was severely injured.

------Brockville, Ont, June 19—The third1
stroke of paralysis, two within the past 
two weeks, caused the death last night of 
Hon. Daniel Derbyrhire, one of the best 
known members of the Canadian Senate. 
The end came in the Brockville General 
Hospital, where he was a patient.

—Ottawa, Ont, June 19—Senator A. N. 
Belcourt left for England to-day to repre­
sent the French-Canadians of Ontario be­
fore the privy council when the bilingual 
case comes before it during'the first week 
of July. There was a demonstration of 
French-Canadians at the station to show 
their confidence reposed in Senator Bel­
court who will be accompanied by Senator 
Landry, the former Speaker.

------Ottawa, Ont, June 19—Up to June
15, 340,128 men had joined the colors in 
Canada. In the fortnight preceding this 
date, 154 enlisted in the London district 
1,701 in Toronto, 555 in Ottawa and King­
ston, 561 in Montreal, 124 in Quebec, 352 
in the maritime provinces, 1,300 in 
Manitoba and Saskatchewan, 600 in 
British Columbia, and 607 in Alberta.

The total enlistments divisionally since 
the start are:—No. 1, London 28,467 ; No.

Toronto 86,971 (one unit to hear from); 
No. 3, Kingston and Ottawa, 35,470 ; No. 4,

They agree to adopt an incidental practice, 
as far as possible, in the regulation of th^ 
inventions, trade marks and copyright of 
literary and artistic works created in 
enemy countries during the war.”

The agreement closes with the declar­
ation that the delegates recommend that 
their governments give immediate effect 
to the policies, as agreed upon.
