“PADDOCK" MEASURE PASSED.

Practically” Means Separation of the
Church and State in Old Spain.”

attempt on the part of the Carlists to
impede its comsideration, the Cortes
today passed the famous “padlock”
Bt which practically separates the
chiurch and state and restricts the es-
tablishment of religious organizations
of various sects. This is a notable
victory for Premier Canaljes, obtain-
ed after a bitter fight.

The objec-
tion to the measure by the Holy See
was based on the contention - that
whereas negotiations were under way
for -thé revision of the Coneordat of
1851, Spain could not in good faith
adopt any legislation adversely affect-
ing the congregations'until these ne-
gotiations had been concluded. It
was claimed that in the meantime the
status quo should be, maintained.
