A few minutes afterwards he left a letter 
at the office of Mr. Turpin, stock broker, 
and an old friend, informing him that he 
could not stand the strain much longer, 
and that by the time Mr. Turpin got the 
letter he would be beyond all earthly 
trouble. Mr. Turpin, thoroughly alarmed, 
hastened to Mr. Clerk’s office, and there In 
the vault was found Mr. Clerk's lifeless 
body. He had shot himself through the 
brain with a 82-caliber revolver. The 
news spread like wildfire, and caused Uni­
versal regret on the street, as Mr. Clerk 
was very popular. The body was removed 
to the morgue, where thé coroner held 
an inquest this afternoon, and 
suicide while laboring under mental 
aberration was returned.

Holmes doing the planning and Quinlan 
the execution, Quinlan’s wife knowing all 
of their work of this kind. I will state 
here that Pitezel’a wife, I am thoroughly 
oonvftuvd, knew of the murder of her 
husband and children. Holmes and she 
wore vT$y confidential and she knew what 
was going on."
